Overview of categories of students served in special education including intellectual
disabilities, developmental delay, specific learning disabled, emotional and behaviorally
disturbed, autism, speech and language impaired, visually impaired, deaf and hearing
impaired, other health impairment, multiple disabilities, orthopedic impairment, deaf/blindness,
and traumatic brain injury. Special education eligibility and related services are
reviewed. In addition, exceptional children such as English Language Learners, students
with attention deficit disorder and gifted, creative, and talented are discussed.

Conceptual Framework:

The Education Division’s Conceptual Framework is based upon a set of beliefs that flow
from the University’s vision and mission statements, the Division’s vision and mission
statements, and the core academic beliefs of Chaminade University.
