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Aloha class, welcome to COM 101, Introduction to Communications. This class is all about how and why we communicate—both interpersonally and in groups. We will also be incorporating public speaking (both informative and persuasive) as well as Communications research and analysis.

In the PACE program, we need to cover an entire semester’s material on just 10 weeks. There will be at least one assignment due every week and you are expected to do the reading for the next week’s instruction before the week begins.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Basically, each week goes from 12:00am Monday until 11:59 pm Sunday each week. So, week one, for example, you will have to complete all assignments between 12:00am Monday, April 8th and 11:59pm Sunday April 14th. Any late work may be marked down 10% per day late.

In addition to traditional assignments, speeches, and readings, you will be expected to complete discussion questions throughout the term. For full credit, you must provide substantive answers to 2 questions. You must respond to 2 other peoples’ answers on 2 questions:
	Substantive Answer to Question A 	=	2 points
1st Response to any question 	=	2 points
	2nd Response to any question	=	1 point	
Do that all again for question be, and you get 10 out of 10 possible points. Substantive answers are (A) 100-200 words long, and (B) include reference to the text and/or to an outside reading (with author) and/or personal anecdote on the topic.

You will need to be able to record video of yourself speaking (with audio) and either email it to me or share it with me via YouTube in order to earn credit for the speech activities. 

Quizzes will be taken on Canvas and have time limits for their completion. After the completion deadline, you will not be allowed to retake the quiz.
