Course Description:  Examines the challenges faced when inmates reenter and reintegrate back to society after a period of incarceration.

Program Outcomes:  Students graduating with a Master of Criminal Justice Administration will demonstrate an understanding of seven learning outcomes.  This course meets five of the seven, which are as follows:

1. Practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and day-to-day operations of the American criminal justice system:  Criminal justice problems and issues; legal issues that affect criminal justice professionals; and criminal justice program evaluation.
2. A comprehensive, integrated model of criminal justice administration theory and practice, stressing conceptual, methodological and contextual knowledge development and application:  Management skills, fundamental skills required in managing personnel; policymaking, research and instructional responsibilities in criminal justice; theory and practice concerning criminal justice administration, management and policy; and decision-making and problem-solving skills required in criminal justice administration, management and policy.
3. Problems associated with ethical administration decision-making:  The ability to cope with, weigh, analyze, and investigate ethical problems in corrections and law enforcement and to make enlightened decisions.
4. Learning how to maintain efficient criminal justice standards without infringing on the basic rights guaranteed to each individual by both state and federal constitutions and laws:  Due process of law and its application to the states; the application of criminal procedural rights to situations in which citizens and government come into conflict; basic elements of correctional administration; and concepts of correctional management.
5. Preparing for careers in the administration of criminal justice; expertise required for positions in police administration, judicial administration or correctional administration or in private sector organizations concerned with criminal justice administration; and theoretical, analytical and research skills necessary for criminal justice administration, management and policy analysis and/or as preparation for doctoral-level graduate study.

Student Learning Outcomes:  Upon completion of this course, students will demonstrate an understanding of:

1. The scientifically accepted definitions of reentry, reintegration, and recidivism
2. Available and most effective programming in jails, prisons and community to assist with reentry, reintegration, and recidivism reduction
3. Assessing individual offender based on known historical data and client interviews
4. Assessing environmental and cultural factors affecting assessments and interventions
5. Common mental health issues faced by offenders
6. Determining interventions for individual offenders using evidence-based principles
7. Identifying barriers faced by CJ system, agents/workers, and offenders

Article Reaction Papers:  Each week, you will submit two article Reaction Papers that contains two parts:  (1) A summary of the article; and (2) Your reaction/response to it.  The purpose is to apply knowledge gained, demonstrate understanding of the class objective and provoke thought.  The article must relate to the topic(s) of the week, reflect the class objective, and must be within the past ten years.  The length of your reaction paper varies but is generally completed within one page.  Grades are not based on length but on content.  The source of your article must be provided and its degree of reliability will be evaluated.  Sources include journals, news papers/organizations, government, and the like.

All Article Reaction Papers will be typed, double-spaced using your own words and in 12-point font.  Please have your name in the upper left hand corner along with the date the assignment was due.  Provide the citation and/or link.  

Late assignments will be accepted on a case-by-case basis, subjected to possible point deduction, and must be discussed with the instructor prior to the due date.  Reported computer problems resulting in late submissions will also be considered on a case-by-case basis and must be discussed with the instructor prior to the due date.

Literature Review & Project: The first few weeks of the course (Weeks 2 to 6) will entail a series of mini literature reviews.  Each student will submit three empirically supported articles relating to the topics of the week.  Each article submitted will entail a brief summary of the findings that will be shared with your peers via discussion posts.  During Weeks 7 and 8, students will conduct an assessment of the same offender and provide recommendations to address identified problem areas using evidence-based principles.  The presentation of the assessment and interventions will be via Power Point.  In Week 9, students will compare and contract each other’s assessments and interventions via class discussion.  In Week 10, students will submit potential barriers based on their findings and provide recommendations for redress.
