This course examines classical and modern works primarily of major English, Continental, and American authors. Offered annually. Prerequisite: EN 102.

This course in dramatic literature will chronologically and thematically introduce you to a wide
variety of plays and poetry. We will read and discuss and write about plays as literature intended for theatrical performance to determine how traditional and contemporary types of drama and poetry approach themes like ethno-cultural conflicts, politics, identity, racism, social concerns, and gender relations.  The plays will be examined from the angles of theatre movements, history, cultural context, structure, genre, and form as various viewpoints from which playwrights write and scholars criticize and interpret. We will view films and plays to enhance our understanding of drama performance.  Our poetry will represent both the traditional canon and modern, global selections.

3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
