Course Overview

Students must view/read PowerPoint Presentations (many are pdf format for easy download) for course
information and to obtain or supplement information for their assignments. These presentations directly
supplement your text material. The presentations may also provide additional information, links to other
sites, and material for discussion.

3. All exams and assignments will be due on time as posted (very few exceptions will be granted when
arrangements are made with the tutor and/or professor). The exams and assignments are posted several
days before the due date. Do not wait until the last second, and risk missing the deadline (computers
always seem to crash 5 minutes before the deadline).
