FS 487 Internship (3 to 6)

Field work experience in an approved criminal justice agency. A minimum of 45 clock hours of work
experience per credit hour is required. In addition to the field work, the student will be required to write
a paper, be evaluated by the agency, and complete an oral interview with a faculty member.
Departmental approval is required prior to enrollment. A minimum of three and a maximum of six credit
hours. Prerequisites: F'S 340/L.
