Goal and Objectives:  The goal of this course is to introduce you to the music of the great composers of Western music and to enrich your understanding and enjoyment of great music through careful reading, active listening, critical thinking, clear writing, and class presentations. 

Students will demonstrate familiarity with and an understanding of the major composers, historical periods, styles, and genres of classical music. This familiarity will include identifying significant works of music by hearing them. 

Objectives: To introduce you to a wide variety of music and composers; to help you become familiar with the terminology of music, major periods of music history, and major composers; to help you 

become an informed and active listener; to prepare you for the further study and enjoyment of music.  

Attendance and note-taking are essential to your successful learning experience in this class. Quizes will be both announced and unannounced—so stay on top of the reading and listening.
