COURSE OVERVIEW

Course Description:  Students will explore the Jesus of History and the Christ of Faith with consideration given to the varied perspectives of the Church’s living-faith tradition. Students will study contemporary controversies that pertain to the meaning, person and story of Jesus of Nazareth. Special attention will be given to understanding the applicability of Jesus’ message and spirit for our global human predicament. Offered annually.

Prerequisites:  RE 103, RE 205, or RE 211. This course satisfies the 300-level Religious Studies General Education Core requirement.

Orientation: Biblical scholar Raymond Brown said, “In its most literal sense…Christology would discuss how Jesus comes to be called the Messiah or Christ and what was meant by that designation….In a broader sense…’Christology’ discusses any evaluation of Jesus in respect to who he was and the role he played in the divine plan..” {An Introduction to New Testament Christology (Mahwah, NJ: Paulist Press, 1994) p. 3} Through examining critical developments in the historical tradition of christologies, students will be led to further explore their own beliefs concerning Christ and how through growing in their relationship with the Lord to participate more fully in the plan God has for each. 

Methodology:  This class is designed as an interactive, cooperative learning experience for students. The format integrates lectures, film, large and small group discussions, periods of self-reflection, student research and presentations, and creative work in processing one’s own faith experience of God in light of Jesus of Nazareth. Students are encouraged and expected to actively participate in class activities.

	Blessed Father Chaminade's frame of reference is a Christocentric, or Christological, theocentrism woven into the context of salvation history. At all times his approach is intrinsically, primarily, and essentially; apostolic. For his the most salient point in following Christ is the mystery of the Son of God, become Son of Mary for the salvation of all. This is the mystery of Christ which includes all other mysteries, which presents the Christus totus of faith.

	Provide an Integral, Quality Education
‘Ike Ulana Ho’omana Kina’ole (Unblemished weave of empowering knowledge)
	In the actual order of things, Father Chaminade realized that the Incarnation of Christ had for its end the Redemption, our supernatural birth. The intimate ties relating these two functions of Mary are clearer yet if considered in the light of our incorporation with Christ. We form with Christ but one body, the Mystical Bodv of Christ. He is Head: we are members. This is important to an integral, quality education.

	Educate in Family Spirit
‘Ike Pilipo’ohala Kū’ono (Knowledge bound in deep family values)
	From spiritual infancy to spiritual maturity, Father Chaminade intended the members of his religious families and their lay collaborators "to live and work by the spiritual help of Mary, that is, to have them brought up by her as Jesus was brought up by the care of this good Mother after having been formed in her womb." We are never alone. With the Holy Family and the Chaminade family, may students grow in being model members for the universal family. 

	4
	Educate for Service, Justice and Peace
‘Ike Kuleana Kaiao (Knowledge of enlightened duty
	For Blessed William Chaminade, a lived doctrine was important, versus speculation for its sake alone. Solidly rooted in the Mystical Body of Christ, he emphasized participation in and sharing of the mysteries of Jesus and Mary. From the overflow of this heart, may students be more readied for the work of service, justice and peace.

	5
	Educate for Adaptation and Change
‘Ike Huli Wānana (Knowledge of Prophetic Change / Searching)
	Blessed Chaminade reminds:"What is proper to the Christian is to clothe oneself . . . with the inclinations, the habits, and the virtues of Jesus Christ. We all have the same purpose and the same interests, to labor with all our strength at the maintenance and propagation of our faith, each in the station in which one lives and works." Through the exercises and content of this course, may students be more “clothed” for meeting life with adaptation and change.

COURSE EXPECTATIONS AND ACTIVITIES




Attendance:  Attendance consists of weekly collaborative participation in the online learning experiences.  Students who miss two consecutive weeks of class, prior to the withdrawal deadline, may be withdrawn from class by the instructor.  

Homework:  This course is organized into 10 sessions. Students should plan to spend approximately 3 hours per week online exploring and examining internet sites and related materials, reading and responding to weekly discussion questions, and completing online assignments.  In addition, you should plan to spend an equal amount of time offline, reading the text, researching, and reflecting over course concepts. The main parts of the course delivered on Canvas are:
	*Introduction– where you will find an introduction to the course content for the week, current

	*Opening Prayer & Journal Reflection- Each week you will be asked to take a
	sacred pause for prayer and self-reflection. Use the time for yourself. Even Jesus needed His
	personal space and time to get away from the distractions of life (even away from His closest 	companions) to re-center and pray. 
	*Discussion: Resources and Prompts – where you will find	supplementary resources such as 	powerpoints and video links, discussion prompters and where you will post your wisdom 	response
	*Prayer Corner – a place to post prayer requests and show our common support of each other

Discussion Forums - 3 Responses/Week:  A substantial portion of the final grade is based on online participation on the Discussion board.  Discussion forum posts must be completed by the dates outlined below.  Points will be deducted for late posts.

Overview of Course Week:  Our course week extends from Sunday through Saturday.  Each Sunday, announcements and supplementary resources for the upcoming week will be posted.  Course activities follow a recurring format throughout the term.   Typically, weekly course activities adhere to the format below:

Reading Assignments: It is expected that the assigned readings be completed during the time period indicated on the course schedule.

Reflection Papers:  There are two reflection papers required in the course. The papers are intended to provide an opportunity for you to demonstrate competence in the learning outcomes listed above, through reflection upon the meaning and implications of the material covered in the course. Papers are to be 2-3 pages in length, double-spaced with one-inch margins and 12-point type with appropriate citations using a consistent style. If using WordPerfect or Notepad, files must be converted to Microsoft Word document or html format before uploading to Canvas.
	
Midterm Group Project: Stations in Christological Reflection – Choose one of the turning points in Christological reflection from 100 A.D. to 553 A.D. to pause before and research on. Parallelling a “Station of the Cross,” design a 10-12 minute presentation (e.g. powerpoint, video, newletter, guided group reflection/retreat/seminar activity, etc.) that gives viewers a deeper insight into the time period and some of the influences (e.g. political, social, artistic, literary, etc.) that may have given rise to the portraits of and decision making on understanding Jesus during that time period. Include your reason of interest for selecting the particular Christology to focus on. You may work together with 2-3 in a group. 
Film Review: There is one (1) required full-length film review for the course. Compare and contrast learnings gained from the reading assignments with the content of the film. What are some things/quotes/scenarios that piqued your interest? Moved your sentiments? Or that you wish to further explore? Write up your Film Review in a reflection of about 2-3 paragraphs posted on the Discussion board.
Final Integrated Project:  Reflect on the top three things that you feel you have gained from this course of study. Use one of the Marianist Educational values to serve as a window through which to frame your own Christology as you create an illumination, a short video (5-7 Mins.), a book of poems or other writings (7-10 pages), a guided day of retreat, etc. to inspire, uplift or encourage others along their journey of discovery Christ. Project should take about 3-4 hours to complete; including reflection time. Note: approximations of evidence included as a guideline only as different creative expressions may take longer/less time to complete.
Extra-Credit/Make-up External Prayer Activity: Attend a service outside of your own experience.  Read the newspapers or search the internet for events that may be happening in your area. For example, Taize prayer, Orthodox liturgies, prayer breakfasts, church service, etc.  Write a 2-3 paper describing the activity, evaluating its overall structure and elements, reflecting on its impact on those present including yourself, and its role in communal and individual prayer.
Extra Credit Service Learning Paper:  Due Week 10. Up to 45 points can be earned (3 points/1 hour) of community service rendered (regular volunteer service not applicable).  Submit a 3-5 page paper detailing the description of community service performed (include place, date, number of hours, sponsoring organization, activity performed) along with your personal reflection over the experience (what you learned from it, etc. in relation to this class).
