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Course Description: 

Instruction and practice in writing short-to-medium length expository essays and in writing from 

sources.  Skills required for research and research writing are emphasized, such as summarizing, 

paraphrasing, quoting, and synthesizing.  The course includes instruction and practice in writing 

a multisource research paper of substantial length. 

 

Course Learning Outcomes: 

Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will 

1. Locate, evaluate, and integrate sources into a research paper 

2. Write critically and creatively as a process 

3. Design and produce a successful research paper using correct citation format 

4. Use writing as a critical and creative voice for social justice [Marianist value: Service, 

Justice, Peace and the Integrity of Creation]
