COURSE DESCRIPTION:  
Catalog: “Analysis of sport as a social institution, its structure and function throughout history.  Examines male and female roles, race and sports, economics and politics and sport, the role of coaches, athletes, fans, and the media, and deviance and violence in sport.  Students will demonstrate an understanding of: 1) social and individual dynamics; 2) the relevance of multicultural studies to contemporary public issues; and 3) how societal and social structural factors influence individual behavior and the development of the self.”
  
This course is designed to introduce students to the sport structure of societies, sport as a legitimate subfield of study in sociology, the positive and negative consequences of the way sport is organized in society, and the relationship between selected social and demographic factors and sport.

Program Student Learning Outcomes
The student will be able to apply:
1)  Intellectual frameworks and models to interpret social interaction from the Behavioral Sciences perspective;
2)  Anthropological and sociological concepts related to social justice to current problems and issues in society.

Course Student Learning Outcomes:  Students will demonstrate an understanding of:
1)  Social and individual dynamics;
2)  The relevance of multicultural studies to contemporary public issues; and
3)  How societal and social structural factors influence individual behavior and the            development of the self.

WRITING ASSIGNMENTS:  
1. Short paper assignments are to be found in our Canvas Course Modules. Students will be assigned a number (9-10) of short papers (3-5 pages, double-spaced, 12-pt. font size) during the term.  The papers will respond to questions related to the readings and ppts assigned in the module that you need to answer or to critically evaluate the readings sociologically. The expectation is that your module evaluations will consist of the integration of lecture material (ppts) in a critique of readings on selected topics from the edited text.  
2. Please be aware that “sometimes” Canvas and your computer do not communicate properly which may cause your assignment submission to not reach or appear in Canvas. To avoid missing an assignment, you might want to send a copy via email to me, as a backup.

Late Assignments
This professor has the option to reduce your assignment grade by ten percent for every day late.

It is the instructor’s prerogative to modify deadlines of course requirements accordingly. Any student who stops attending a course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.

Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of classes may lead to a grade reduction for the course. Any unexcused absence of two consecutive weeks or more may result in being withdrawn from the course by the instructor, although the instructor is not required to withdraw students in that scenario. Repeated absences put students at risk of failing grades.

Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in 37.5 hours of engagement. For example, in a one credit hour traditional face to face course, students spend 50 minutes in class per week for 15 weeks, resulting in a minimum of 12.5 instructional hours for the semester. Students are expected to engage in reading and other assignments outside of class for at least 2 additional hours per week, which equals an additional 25 hours. These two sums result in total student engagement time of 37.5 hours for the course, the total engagement time expected for each one credit course at Chaminade. 
The minimum 37.5 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies.

5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
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
