This is a clinical course and will provide the student the opportunity to apply evidence-based practice theory to the clinical setting. Service-learning will be a required element of the course, in the form of a 10-hour service-learning activity and a written reflection about the experience. NUR 406 EBP Practice is linked with NUR 404 EBP Theory  in fall semester; the EBP problem is identified and evidence appraised in fall and based on the evidence a practice recommendation (may include pilot project) is planned, implemented or presented, and evaluated in spring. The goal of this two course EBP series (NUR 404 and NUR 406) is the creation of a well-designed undergraduate EBP project addressing a nursing or health related problem. Each student will help solve a practice problem related to health, healthcare, nursing education and nursing practice in the community.

Course Atmosphere: 
This course is not a lecture course. Active engagement strategies are utilized for student learning.  The classroom (Zoom and Canvas) is a teaching and learning environment where there is an exchange of knowledge and experience, so it is essential that students attend class (Zoom synchronous and Canvas) and actively participate in classroom activities to maximize individual learning.  Students needs to drive their inquisitiveness to learning through substantial participation in the required activities to complete an evidence based project.

Attendance:  
Class attendance via Zoom is regarded as an essential part of the educational process. Synchronous classes are an expectation.  Students who are absent from class not only miss a part of the subject matter of the course but also diminish the opportunities for contributing to the learning environment for the entire class.  Any absence must be communicated to the course instructor of record in an email. No make-up points for any missed required synchronous or EBP consultation meetings.   Each student will be encouraged to develop a professional work ethic that reflects personal responsibility, initiative, and teamwork. Students should notify an instructor by email when illness prevents them from attending class. Any student who stops attending class without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.  Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of class may lead to a grade reduction for the course.  Any absence of two weeks or more must be reported to the Associate Provost and the Records Office by the course instructor of record. This is to ensure the correct assignment has been done at the correct time however, you will be expected to post your assignment on Canvas as soon as the Learning Management System is operational before your assignment can be graded.   It is the responsibility of the student to ensure that assignments are posted correctly, in proper format, and by the deadline.  Only versions posted on Canvas at the submission deadline will be graded.  Late assignments are highly discouraged.  Late assignments will receive a deduction in points: 10% for every day it is late including the weekends. No late assignments will be accepted after 7 calendar days the assignment is due.

All papers should demonstrate mastery of grammar, punctuation, spelling and syntax expected of college level students.  Use of APA 7th edition is required for all papers. Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in 37.5 hours of engagement. For example, in a one credit hour traditional face to face course, students spend 50 minutes in class per week for 15 weeks, resulting in a minimum of 12.5 instructional hours for the semester. Students are expected to engage in reading and other assignments outside of class for at least 2 additional hours per week, which equals an additional 25 hours. These two sums result in total student engagement time of 37.5 hours for the course, the total engagement time expected for each one credit course at Chaminade. 
The minimum 37.5 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies.
