Student	should	no;fy	their	
instructors	when	illness	or	other	extenua;ng	circumstances	prevents	them	from	acending	class	and	make	
arrangements	to	complete	missed	assignments.	No;fica;on	may	be	done	by	emailing	the	instructor’s	
Chaminade	email	address,	calling	the	instructor’s	campus	extension,	or	by	leaving	a	message	with	the	
instructor’s	division	office.	It	is	the	instructor’s	preroga;ve	to	modify	deadlines	of	course	requirements	
accordingly.	Any	student	who	stops	acending	a	course	without	officially	withdrawing	may	receive	a	failing	grade.	

Unexcused	absences	equivalent	to	more	than	a	week	of	classes	may	lead	to	a	grade	reduc;on	for	the	course.	
Any	unexcused	absence	of	two	consecu;ve	weeks	or	more	may	result	in	being	withdrawn	from	the	course	by	the	
instructor,	although	the	instructor	is	not	required	to	withdraw	students	in	that	scenario.

Credit	Hour	Policy	
The	unit	of	semester	credit	is	defined	as	university-level	credit	that	is	awarded	for	the	comple;on	of	coursework.	
One	credit	hour	reflects	the	amount	of	work	represented	in	the	intended	learning	outcomes	and	verified	by	
evidence	of	student	achievement	for	those	learning	outcomes.	Each	credit	hour	earned	at	Chaminade	University	
should	result	in	45	hours	of	engagement.	This	equates	to	one	hour	of	classroom	or	direct	faculty	instruc;on	and	
a	minimum	of	two	hours	of	out-of-class	student	work	each	week	for	approximately	fixeen	weeks	for	one	
semester,	10	week	term,	or	equivalent	amount	of	work	over	a	different	amount	of	;me.	Direct	instructor	
engagement	and	out-of-class	work	result	in	total	student	engagement	;me	of	45	hours	for	one	credit.		

The	minimum	45	hours	of	engagement	per	credit	hour	can	be	sa;sfied	in	fully	online,	internship,	or	other	
specialized	courses	through	several	means,	including	(a)	regular	online	instruc;on	or	interac;on	with	the	faculty	
member	and	fellow	students	and	(b)	academic	engagement	through	extensive	reading,	research,	online
