Lectures
	Lectures are in PowerPoint format and also have an audio file to accompany the lectures.   I have tried to make the lectures quite a lot like the experience you would have in a traditional class.   I recommend listening to the audio, taking notes as you go along.  The sound quality is not always great due to limitations on file size.  I posted two types of files—generally the .mp3 files are better quality. It is best if you read or listen to the lectures AND read your book—I do not always cover everything in the book and the book does not always cover what I cover in lecture.   

Quizzes
	All quizzes are multiple choice (if you look in the gradebook it shows how many points/questions are on each quiz) and open book/notes but you will need to be very familiar with the material before you take the quizzes because there is a time limit. You cannot receive any help from classmates or it is cheating. You will need to study and prepare for the quizzes. There is a final exam is an essay based on material we have covered throughout the course. 

If you have an emergency and are unable to take the quiz, please contact me or your Tutor immediately—in advance if possible.  Your email can be brief, but you must contact us and let us know you will not be taking the quiz, and then submit documentation as soon as possible.  If you do not, you will not be allowed to make up the quiz.  

Essays
	The essay questions/topics and their due dates are listed on the course schedule.  Write a short essay answering the question you choose—only pick ONE topic.   Each paper should be approximately 300-600 words in length. Late papers will be marked down.  If you would like a good grade, please see the end of the syllabus for more information regarding the writing assignments and how to do them correctly.  Despite its length, this is a formal writing assignment so write it as you would a formal paper, not an email to a friend.  Please upload your paper (preferably as MSWord .doc) to Canvas under “Assignments.”  Please include your name in the file name so I can identify the author of the paper.
	If you use other sources (it is highly recommended that you do NOT use any sources other than your books and notes), make sure you cite the source.  If you do not cite your sources, I will give you a ZERO for the paper and the incident will be reported to the dean—you will most likely flunk the class.  MLA is the recommended citation style, but you may also use APA or Chicago as well. If you cheat on any assignment, your grade in the course will be lowered by at least one letter grade. Please contact me or talk to your tutor if you do not understand. 
	If you earn an A- average or better on the essays, you will receive ten extra credit points. If you get a B- average or better on the essays, you will receive five extra points.


Discussions
	Each unit has discussion questions.  You must respond to all questions. Your posting should be approximately 60-80 words.  Please proofread your work—do not post sloppy work!  If you would like to respond to your classmates, you are welcome to do so, but you are not required to respond.  
	Please be respectful to your classmates and instructor at all times—inappropriate, mean or disrespectful comments will not be tolerated.  If you would not say something to someone in person, do not write it in an email or post it on a discussion board.  Instructor will monitor the discussions and provide feedback and guidance when needed.

The posts should be your own words—do not post things from the internet and present it as your own words—that is considered cheating. If you cheat on any assignment, your grade in the course will be lowered by at least one letter grade. If you cheat on the discussion board, you will be given a zero the first time. If you do it a second time, you will be given an automatic zero for all future discussion posts.
