DESCRIPTION:
We will study and discuss the theological foundations of Christianity from a modern (and at times Catholic) perspective, learning concepts necessary to forming ones faith.  Themes we will study include Revelation and faith, grace and Jesus, religion and salvation, scripture and tradition, church and mission, and ethics and ecumenical conversation.  Our discussions on basic concepts in theology will be offered in a way that is Christian, ecumenical, and respectful of each person’s viewpoints.
MARIANIST VALUES:
This class represents one part of your education at Chaminade University of Honolulu as taken in Chuuk at CCPI.  An education in the Marianist Tradition is marked by five principles and you should take every opportunity possible to reflect upon the role of these characteristics in your education and development:
1. Education for formation in Faith (we will not evangelize you but will give you information and ways to have a more adult understanding of your faith.)
2. Adaptation and change (we do our best to always have the most up to date information and resources for you as well as be reasonably flexible.)

4. Family Spirit (We truly are a family where all are treated with respect).
5. Service, justice and peace (we will look at how each of us individually and collectively can do our part to be people of service, justice and peace.)
OBJECTIVES:
1. To provide a careful study of Christianity in a spirit of correlation and contrast to other Christian traditions, world religions and humanity at large.
2. To study and discuss the theological foundations that seek to be faithful to both history and global realities.
3. To encourage critical use of available resources to study theological discussions by various theologians.  Students will learn not only the names of various theologians but what they wrote and believed.
4. To encourage a continuing interest for the study of theology as it impacts humankind’s spiritual, intellectual and social/historical life.
REQUIREMENTS:
1. Active participation in all scheduled classes which includes posting in each week’s discussion boards.
2. Completion of all written assignments and exams.
