COURSE TITLE: BI-321 ADVANCED HUMAN AND COMPARATIVE VERTEBRATE ANATOMY
Course Description:
Advanced survey of human gross anatomy and adaptation is used to explore comparative aspects of the developmental biology and adaptations of other vertebrate species. Concurrent registration in BI 321L required.

Repeated absences put students at risk of failing grades.
