The Flex model provides you with the convenience and ability to work at your own pace and complete assignments when it is convenient for you.  You can work as fast as you want, meaning you can complete the course in as little as six weeks, or up to the full 10 week accelerated online term.

· 29 August = Module IX – 21st Century “quakes”:  New York, Obama, and Trump
