Course Description
Instruction and practice in writing short-to-medium-length expository essays and in writing from sources. Skills required for research and research writing are emphasized, such as summarizing, paraphrasing, quoting, evaluating, and synthesizing. The course includes instruction and practice in writing a multisource research paper of substantial length. 

General Education Outcome
The students will build on their experience in EN 101 in order to write from sources, write critically and creatively as a process, and produce a research paper that allows them to be critical and creative voices for social justice.

Course Learning Outcomes
Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will

1. Locate, evaluate, and integrate sources into a research paper 
2. Design and produce a successful research paper using correct citation format
3. Use writing as a critical and creative voice for social justice [Marianist value: Service, Justice, Peace and the Integrity of Creation]

Class Guidelines

Class participation and attendance
Students are expected to attend all classes. The student is responsible for contacting the instructor regarding any absence. Students are responsible to complete the activities for any missed classes. 

Participation includes preparing readings, homework assignments, discussion and in-class writing assignments given at the discretion of the instructor. Each week, writing workshops will be held during class. Students are expected to have their written work prepared for review by others within the class. 

Portfolio: Essay and other assignments
Students are to maintain a portfolio of their work, such as drafts, revisions, homework assignments, and other material as determined by the instructor.  Assignments that are returned to the student must be kept in the portfolio. This portfolio will be submitted near the end of the term for final review and grading. 

Quizzes
Quizzes will be based on grammar, spelling and other aspects pertaining to writing. Material for quizzes will be taken from the assigned texts for this course. Quizzes will be scheduled at instructor’s discretion and may either be on CANVAS or in class.

Draft #1, #2 and Research Paper
Since this is an expository writing course, students should be prepared to write and, more importantly, revise, revise and revise. Students will be expected to complete three final written assignments. The first two will be a minimum of three pages each. Essay two will require the proper use of sources. The research paper will be 10-12 pages in length and use at least 8 approved sources. WIKIPEDIA is not an approved source for this instructor. All three papers will be submitted on CANVAS as a .doc, .txt or .pdf file using the standard hard-copy format listed below. Documents saved as .pages will not be accepted. Convert mac files to one of the other formats

All papers must be typed, double-spaced, using 12-point font and standard margins. On the first page, follow this single-spaced format.
