[bookmark: _heading=h.8klrli7429ni]NUR 402 Psychiatric and Mental Health Nursing (4) 2 credits Didactic, 2 credits Clinical: This course focuses on a broad-based understanding and clinical application of mental health concepts and behavioral aberrations that occur in mental illness. Nursing students analyze the nursing process with a critical view towards the individual, family, ethical aspects and resources for the mentally ill. The complexity of disease from a holistic viewpoint will be explored. Prerequisites: BI 151 and BI 151L, BI 152 and BI 152L, BI 250 and BI 250L, BI 304, BI 305, CH 250, MA 107, NUR 190, NUR 201, NUR 202, NUR 203, NUR 204, NUR 206, NUR 290, NUR 291, NUR 301, NUR 302, NUR 303, NUR 306, NUR 307.

Course Overview
NUR 402 has both a didactic and clinical section.  Students must meet the requirements of both sections in order to pass this course.  Please remember that students must meet the requirements of BOTH sections to pass NUR 402.  The clinical practicum evaluation is graded as Satisfactory or Unsatisfactory.  You must pass Nursing 402 with a grade of “C” or better and receive a satisfactory evaluation in Clinical Practicum to pass the class.  Failure in either will result in failure of the course and you will not be permitted to continue in the nursing program progression as described in the CUH Undergraduate General Catalog and the School of Nursing Student Handbook.  Repeating the course means repeating both didactic and clinical sections.

Course Exam Policy 
In order to pass this course the student must obtain a 75% or higher weighted average on the examinations in this course. All assignments must be successfully completed in order to pass this course. If the student fails to successfully complete all required assignments and/or does not have a cumulative weighted exam score of at least 75%, the maximum grade that can be earned for the course will be 69% (D). All exams and designated quizzes including ATI proctored exam will be included in the 75% weighted exam average policy. Each exam will have dosage calculation questions. If a student gets any of these questions wrong on the exam, they will need to do a “Math Challenge” to remediate prior to taking the next exam as designated by the instructor. Clinical Medication Quizzes: Students must achieve at least a 75% on a medication quiz to receive a “satisfactory/complete”. If a student scores less than 75% on a medication quiz, they will need to complete assigned remediation to receive a “satisfactory” grade in clinical portion of this course.  

ATI Policy
Prior to giving the proctored ATI examination in the course the student will be required to complete two practice exams (must reach 90% with remediation prior to final ATI).  It is strongly recommended that one of these practice exams be completed in a ‘simulated NCLEX’ testing environment. The student will take a proctored assessment upon completion and submission of assigned focused reviews/remediation

If a student obtains a level 2 or above on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 100% for the ATI portion of the grade. If a student obtains a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 50% for the ATI portion of the grade. If a student obtains below a level 1 on the proctored ATI exam, the student will receive 0% for the ATI portion of the grade. ATI proctored exams will be assigned a maximum of 10% of the final grade and is part of the 75% exam weighted average.

Course Atmosphere: 
This course is not strictly a lecture course. Active engagement strategies are utilized for student learning.  The classroom is a teaching and learning environment where there is an exchange of knowledge and experience, so it is essential that students attend class and actively participate in classroom activities to maximize individual learning.  It is also an expectation that student completes assignments (e.g. study guide) prior to class. The recommended readings will enhanced your mastery of the foundational concepts.

Attendance:

Students who are absent from class not only miss a part of the subject matter of the course but also diminish the opportunities for contributing to the learning environment for the entire class. Be ready to provide evidence of medical care provided for an absence due to illness.  Each student will be encouraged to develop a professional work ethic that reflects personal responsibility, initiative, and teamwork. Students should notify an instructor by phone or email when illness prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments.   Any student who stops attending class without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.  Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of class may lead to a grade reduction for the course.  Any absence of two weeks or more must be reported to the Associate Provost and the Records Office by the course instructor of record. It is the responsibility of the student to ensure that assignments are posted correctly, in proper format, and by the deadline.  Only versions posted on Canvas at the submission deadline will be graded.  Late assignments are highly discouraged.  Late assignments will receive a deduction in points: 10% for every day it is late including the weekends.

Testing policy:

Failure to do so will result in a zero. Approval for taking a make-up test must be granted by the course instructor of record on a case by case basis.  Make-up exams are highly discouraged. Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in 37.5 hours of engagement. For example, in a one credit hour traditional face to face course, students spend 50 minutes in class per week for 15 weeks, resulting in a minimum of 12.5 instructional hours for the semester. Students are expected to engage in reading and other assignments outside of class for at least 2 additional hours per week, which equals an additional 25 hours. These two sums result in total student engagement time of 37.5 hours for the course, the total engagement time expected for each one credit course at Chaminade. 
The minimum 37.5 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies. 
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PLEASE NOTE:
While every attempt has been made to prepare this syllabus and class schedule in final form, it will be the course coordinator’s prerogative to make any changes as may be deemed necessary in order to meet the learning outcomes of the course.
