Course Information:
Course Description
Introduction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays.  The course instructs the basics of organization and clear expression and use of Standard Edited American English.

General Education Outcome
The students will explore and articulate reading and writing strategies,
produce written texts, and engage diverse textual situations, so as to
participate creatively, collaboratively, and critically in their local communities.

Course Learning Outcomes
Upon the successful completion of this course, the student will
1. Design, and produce a successful written text by implementing pre-writing strategies, responding to feedback & revising a draft.
2. Analyse textual situations and apply appropriate rhetorical strategies;
3. Use writing to participate creatively, collaboratively, and critically in their local communities; [Marianist value - Educate in Family Spirit linked to collaboration]

5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Grading Response Time:  Your discussion posts will be graded within 24-hours and your papers will be returned within 1-2 weeks.

Paper drafts:  Each paper will be preceded by a graded draft. The drafts must be a complete paper and will be graded using a 5-point descriptive rubric.  The rubric for each paper draft will be included on the assignment sheet.

Peer Review sessions:  Each graded draft will be peer-evaluated and awarded up to 5-points.   As a peer-reviewer, you will be asked a set of questions and asked to provide evidence from the paper in response to those questions.  You will be graded using the following rubric:

Final Versions of the Papers:  Each version of the paper will be worth 15 points toward your final grade.  The rubrics will vary in specific descriptions, but each rubric will include the following in the grading criteria:  Organization, Development, Grammar and Mechanics.

Discussion Posts:  Each post will be based on a reading or class discussion.
