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Course Description and Outcomes 

MA 104 College Algebra for the Calculus Sequence (3) 

Algebra knowledge and skills for college studies: Sets and real number system; exponents and 
polynomials, rational and radical equations, and systems of equations; introductions to analytic 
geometry and functions; exponential and logarithmic functions; the binomial theorem and integer 
functions. Preparative course for the pre-calculus/calculus sequence required for degrees with 
upper division math requirements, such as biology, chemistry, data science, forensic sciences and 
biochemistry. Restricted to students intending a science major (biology, chemistry, biochemistry, 
data science, forensic science) but may be used to fulfill Track B if a student changes major out 
of a science major after taking the course. Not open to students with credits in MA 110, MA 210, 
or other higher numbered mathematics courses. Offered every semester. Prerequisites: none, 
placement applies. MA102 may be required depending on placement and prior math courses.

• Quantitative Skills: Students will apply basic mathematical principles needed to 
function effectively and develop mathematical reasoning and problem-solving skills.

Credit Hour Policy 

The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion 
of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning 
outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each 
credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in 37.5 hours of engagement. For 
example, in a one credit hour traditional face to face course, students spend 50 minutes in class 
per week for 15 weeks, resulting in a minimum of 12.5 instructional hours for the semester. 
Students are expected to engage in reading and other assignments outside of class for at least 2 
additional hours per week, which equals an additional 25 hours. These two sums result in total 
student engagement time of 37.5 hours for the course, the total engagement time expected for 
each one credit course at Chaminade.
