Course Description:

Welcome to the study of Hawaiian History!  This course will examine Hawaii and its peoples’ pasts from settlement through the establishment of the Kingdom of Hawaii at the end of the 18th century.  Through the use of oral histories, cultural mythology, and similar such sources we will examine the core cultural beliefs that shaped, guided and defined the people of old Hawaii.   Specifically, by examining the ruling chiefly class, or the Ali’i, of old Hawaii we will be able to uncover some of the core values that defined this rich and vibrant society.  In the course of our studies we will examine the significant chiefly genealogies of Hawai’i, Maui, O’ahu, and Kaua’i and the increasing conflict between these warrior nobilities that eventually lead to the unification of the islands under the Conqueror, Kamehameha I.

The intellectual and political concerns surrounding the doing of history in the Hawaii are challenging yet fascinating. One of the problems confronting the student of Hawaiian History is that most of the available written record has been created by people other than the indigenous inhabitants of these islands.  As such these accounts tell us more of the culture that formed the author rather than the object of his (for there were few women writers) fascination and observation.  As a result, this course will rely heavily on oral traditions and by necessity will also examine the usefulness and importance of orality in the doing of history.

Course and Program Learning Outcomes: 
At the conclusion of this course each student will understand and evaluate
· Hawaii’s oral tradition and its impact on the development of Hawaii’s history during the pre-Western contact era

· the cultural metaphors that defined old Hawaii through the examination of the lineal decent of significant heredity chiefs from across the island chain

· how history is not simply things that happened in the past, but the study of a knowable past and therefore greatly impacted by the perspectives and ideologies of the present

· change, continuity and causality by examining chronology as well as cause and effect in Hawaiian history

In addition, while gaining a better understanding of the world we live in here in the islands, this course is focused on developing critical skills that are necessary for your further development as a student and a person within this increasingly global community.  As such this course also seeks to develop better 

· Critical thinking

· Comprehensive reading,

· Analytical reasoning 

· and persuasive writing skills 
General Education Learning Outcomes:

Finally, at the conclusion of this course the student will understand and evaluate

· Education for Adaptation and Change through the examination of pre-contact Hawaiian culture and history as the islands were settled, the original four kingdoms formed, and the unification of those kingdoms under Kamehameha I

· Education of Family Spirit through the examination of traditional Hawaiian culture, its concepts of family and their relationship to the land, each other, and their community.  A key concept covered here is the core value of pono righteous action that defined the family, the community, and being Hawaiian
Learning Outcome Assessments:
In order to assess the program, course and general education learning outcomes addressed in this course two pretests and posttests will be administered with questions addressing each.  The PLOs exams will consist of 10 questions.  Our desired goal is that at the conclusion of the course 80% of the class will achieve 80% or better on the posttest.  The GELO will also consist of a 10 question.  As with the PLOs our desired goal is 80% of the class achieves 80% or better on the posttest.  (See the attached assessment tool)
Course Texts:  There is no comprehensive course book for the history of Hawai`i before contact.  As such we will utilize excerpts from prominent books, recent and old, that cover this time period.  This excepts will be located in the library or online for you to access.

Course Requirements: 

This course is structured to allow for group discussion regarding the materials read. The course is designed around assigned readings, the assigned texts as well as many handouts, and our reactions to those readings. As such it is imperative you keep up with the assigned readings for they compose the majority of this course’s material.  The course is divided into ten modules that cover the desired materials that we will examine over the duration of the semester.  During the course you shall be responsible for 10 quizzes, 2 exams and 10 discussion posts.  

Discussions:   Each module we will have a reading assignment.  You are required to post at least 

one response each week to the materials you just read.  

Quizzes:  Throughout the course there will be ten 5 question quizzes to ensure a certain amount of content has been acquired from the assigned reading.  These questions are multiple choice and will be worth 2 points per question.

Exam:  Your 2 exams will consist of 50 questions and is cumulative.  

Grading: 

There are no curves in this course. Grades shall be assessed through the points you earn.  Each quiz is worth 10 points for a total of 100 points. The final exam and midterm are worth 100 points each and your discussion posts are worth 10 points each for 100 points.  The grading goes as follows, there are 400 possible points for the course.
