1. What is the course about?
 
This course is about the important role of faith in holding society together. It is not necessarily religious with which we associate the idea of faith, but between humans in the formation of social organizations. It is this sort of a faith that holds society together. We need one another to be faithful to tell the truth to hold society together.
 
2. What are the learning-objectives in the course?
 
(1) The student is able to demonstrate what we call society, consist of.
This means the student can pick out from a set of ideas which ones are social things and which ones are physical things. Basically, distinguish between elections and electrons.
 
(2) The student is able to demonstrate the institutional structure of society.
This means that the student has mastered the narrative structure to explain what elections and other things like them are to be differentiated from physical electrons, chemical bonds, biological genes, and such things.
 
(3) The student is able to demonstrate the primacy of language as an institution.
This means that the student is familiar with the role language plays in the construction of social objects, in a manner in which it does not in the identification of physical objects.
 
(4) The student is able to demonstrate how language requires faith among its users.
The institution of language itself holds its usefulness because the users of language enter into what appears to be a pact to tell the truth about what it constructs. Truth is more a result of what the users of language will have to adhere to rather than a direct discovery by any of our senses.
