Course Description

Along with MBA 601, this course provides perspectives and tools to enhance managerial problem solving. The course focuses on understanding the social and operational variables pertinent to making effective choices. Topics include social responsibility, organizational misbehavior, applications of moral philosophies, framing, improving creativity, hypothesis testing, utility analysis, and other quantitative and qualitative decision methods.

· Determine how leadership, power and motivation relate to ethical decision making in organizations; identify leadership styles and habits that promote an ethical culture.
· Understand how moral philosophies and values influence individual and ethical decision making in business.
· Identify the keys to successful ethics training, including program types and goals;
identify the benefits and limitations of ethics auditing.
· Understand cultural relativism and global business ethics.
· Demonstrate an understanding of the legal obligations and ethical dilemmas faced by businesses and the ability to use related frameworks to make informed decisions.

Time Commitment and Weekly Interactions Requirements
To be successful in this online course, you must be willing to allocate sufficient time to access course materials, participate in online classes and discussion groups, and complete all of the assignments. Similar to traditional classroom courses, you will interact with the content, your instructor, and your classmates several times a week through course assignments, asynchronous discussion, and email as indicated in this syllabus.
Deadlines. Odd things happen in cyberspace – emails get lost, servers disconnect temporarily, and logins fail. Do not wait for the last minute to do your work. Allow time to meet deadlines. Reply and check for replies on every email sent and received. You are responsible for getting the work to me on time. 
Late Work. Late online work will not be accepted or receive credit unless you have contacted me beforehand and have satisfactorily explained a special circumstance. Medical circumstances require a signed document from your physician. Any assignment turned in late is subject to grade reduction.
Attendance. Failure to “show up” for the weekly assignments or threaded discussions will be considered an equivalent of two class-time absences. I will keep track of attendance weekly. Absences of three weeks or more will result in a failing final course grade. No communication for two weeks will result in an administrative withdrawal and affect your tuition reimbursement. It is up to you to get your work completed on time.
Exams

Open book exams will be given online. They will contain multiple choice questions and may contain true/false and short answer questions. Time limitations will be placed on completing the exams. The midterm exam will cover Chapters 1-5 and 7. The final exam will primarily cover Chapters 6,8,9,10,11, and 12 (80%) with some cumulative material from Chapters 1-5 and 7 (20%) which will be discussed during the course.


Quizzes

Online quizzes will include multiple choice questions and will be administered periodically during the course.

Research Paper

You will research and write a paper on a subject that is pertinent to the course content and goals. The instructor will provide you with a list of four topics from which to choose at the beginning of the course. Should you wish to choose another topic, it must be approved in advance in writing by the instructor. The text of the paper must be a minimum of eight pages (maximum of ten) and utilize at least five scholarly references. The title page, reference list, and appendices, if any, are not considered part of the required eight to ten pages. Papers must utilize APA format. Do not submit a previously prepared paper.

Plagiarism shall result in failure of the course. Turnitin.com or other plagiarism checker will be used by the instructor to evaluate plagiarism. Grades for late papers will be reduced for each day of delay and will not be accepted more than one week after the date due. Further detail will be provided by the instructor.

All work items must be completed in order to obtain a passing grade in the course.

Discussion Board Forums 
Discussion Board Forums are designed to facilitate asynchronous interactions about a particular thread or topic. You enter the discussion, read the postings, add comments, and introduce new material related to the topic. The purpose of a threaded discussion is to expand your knowledge through the collective research and comments on the subject. To be successful in online discussion forums, you need to visit the site frequently and become actively engaged in the process.
· Research the topic and add constructive comments and information 
· Practice professional netiquette when communicating with others 
· Visit the discussion frequently 
· Stay on the subject 
· Share relevant experiences and external resources 
· Strive for quality more than quantity of postings 
· Include open ended questions in your postings to encourage dialogue 
All students are expected to participate in all Discussion Board Forums. Participation will be graded on the quality of the posting, the use of outside resources, sharing information from organizations and/or specific programs, and contributions to new knowledge. In addition to posting a response to the question(s) in the Discussion Forum, each student is required to post written responses to at least two postings offered by fellow students by the assignment deadline for that week. Please refer to the Discussion Board grading rubric to learn how to maximize points earned. In order to obtain maximum points pursuant to the Discussion Board grading rubric, three or more responsive postings are required.
