University Course Catalog Description

The course aims to develop an appreciation of theatre, its rich traditions and

history. With an emphasis on the visual and performance areas as well as the literary
genres of theater, the course will offer balanced measures of appreciation of theatrical
arts, history of performance, and the collaborative theatrical crafts.

Course Overview

Students will learn how to go beyond personal preference and tastes to develop an
appreciation of many performance art forms. The Performing Arts will be examined in a
social and historical context because all art forms rise on the shoulders of previous
aesthetic conventions. Audience perspective, acting, directing, playwriting, scenic design
and construction, lighting design, and costuming will be discussed. The course will dive
into the different genres of theatre including but not limited to tragedy, comedy,
absurdism, and romanticism. We will also explore theatre in a global sense exploring
Asian and Pacific Rim theatre. Finally, students will be encouraged to see a variety of live
performances and to appreciate the importance of the arts in society and in the quality
of life one leads. This course will expand your appreciation of the performing arts and
give you a chance to express your own creativity - even if you didn’t know you had any
of your own!
