Course description:
The course integrates the perspectives of history and religion into the study of Medieval Europe (ca.500-1500 A.D.). Religious history combines insight into the nature of religious experiences and structures with a proper understanding of their political, economic, and social setting. This course explores the religious ideas, philosophy, economy, culture, literature and other characteristic features of Medieval Europe. Through this course students will develop their interest in Medieval history and its most interesting facts and phenomena. Students will be provided with the titles and sites of the additional materials allowing them to appreciate more this fascinating period of history.

1. Education for Formation in Faith in HI 322:
The Marianist Tradition is essentially present in this course as Medieval Culture was built upon Christian Faith manifested in every aspect of Medieval life. Students learn about the essential role Christianity played in the formation of European nations and the attempts of man to Christianize human society in its intellectual, scientific, economic, social activities. Medieval culture is presented I the course as the first and the greatest attempt to build all institutions of the society upon the basic commitments of the Christian faith. The new Christian culture is represented as the affirmation of human transcendence, a commitment to the new Christian ideal it hoped to realize. 
 Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). 4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
