Upon successful completion of this course, students will:
· Define significant terms used to describe the God not only in Christianity but also in other religious traditions, particularly Judaism and Islam (CCO 2 and PLO 2);
· Explain the main themes of the relationship between humanity and God as expressed in the Judeo-Christian understanding of God (CCO 1 and PLO 1);
· Describe the meaning of Jesus as foundational for the Christian response to human existence and human choices; (CCO 1 and PLO 1, 3);
· Identify and discuss significant contributors to or significant celebrations of the Christian tradition (CCO 1 and PLO 1).

The Five Characteristics of Marianist Education (MC) and Native Hawaiian Values as applied to this course.
The root of the word educate, educare, means to “lead out from.” To educate means to begin where persons are individually to lead them to a future locus of where they will become. It is a journey that continues throughout one’s life that involves growing in faith through relationship, continuing to learn for better knowledge and understanding, living in the human family, serving others, and being open to change and adaptation.  How this course addresses these characteristics are by:

· Formation in Faith, Ike Kainu’u Ho’ola’a (Knowledge embodying a sanctifying spirit)– This course delves into the Christian faith tradition and its impact on human life and experience;
· Provide a quality, integral education,  ‘Ike Ulana Ho’omana Kina’ole (Unblemished weave of empowering knowledge)– In this course, students will utilize critical thinking skills by applying Christian concepts learned to experiential contexts;
· Educate in the Family Spirit, ‘Ike Pilipo’ohala Kū’ono (Knowledge bound in deep family values) – This course will engage students in the process of collaborative learning that includes sharing information and working together using the Trinity as a model;
· Educate for service, justice, peace and the integrity of creation, ‘Ike Kuleana Kaiao (Knowledge of enlightened duty – This course includes exploring Christianity’s response to the human condition and identifying the social justice concerns that impact on the quality of creation and life.
· Educate for adaptation and change, ‘Ike Huli Wānana (Knowledge of Prophetic Change / Searching) – Students will engage in the process of learning how the view and understanding Christianity has addressed changes within society in order to rearticulate the Good News to contemporary generations.

Grading Policy
Points are given for attendance, participation, quizzes, and final Integration Project essay. There is no final exam for this course. Failure to submit the Integration Project will result in a grade no higher than a “C.” More than three unexcused absences will lower your grade by one alpha level.

Attendance for class is required and tracked. Students who miss more than two consecutive weeks may be dropped from the class. An excused absence consists of contacting the instructor by email prior to or within the week of the missed session. Reason for missing class should be provided.

Although your absence is excused, you will not receive points for attendance. However, participation points can be earned by completing an assignment for that day’s class session.

Consecutive absences due to illness or family emergency must be verified.

Students who miss two consecutive weeks of class without notifying the instructor should consider withdrawing from the course. 

Class participation (25 points): 
Class participation consists of actively engaging in class discussions and activities, which includes having your note card when required. Points will be given based on daily work. If you are surfing the internet, texting friends, checking emails or other uses for personal activities and not class pursuits during a group discussion or while watching a film, you have not actively participated and will not receive credit for participation for the week. (If you think I don’t see it, you underestimate your instructor). If you are absent from class, you must receive and complete a missed-class assignment in order to receive the points for participation.

[bookmark: _Hlk111884210]Reading reflections – Note Cards (15 points):
Reading reflections are intended to elicit a reaction by the student to the chapters from the two texts and other required readings. You must provide all of the following material to fulfill this requirement. You will be using these cards in classroom discussion. Failure to have your card ready will result in a deduction from your participation grade.

Students are to use a 3x5 card to give to the instructor with the following information:
On side one:
· Student name, the textbook and chapter; 
· Either ask a question about what you didn’t understand from the text or include a statement from the text that you
· found interesting and why
· didn’t understand but need to know
· agreed or disagreed with and why
· Provide page number and paragraph location.

On side two:
· Write at least three words you didn’t understand or whose definition is unclear. Write the definition of at least two of them. 

Quizzes (20 points each – minimum three):
Quizzes will be administered through CANVAS. There are two quizzes, both of which will be worth 20 points each and are open book. It is at the discretion of the instructor to include in-class quizzes if deemed necessary.

Policy regarding late submissions for assignments:
If the activity is late, points may be deducted depending on how late the assignment is and whether the student informed the instructor in regards to reason for delay. The instructor reserves the right to determine whether or not to deduct points for graded activities.

Integration Project – required in order to receive an earned “A” or “B” grade.
Students will have a choice of projects, one of which is required for this course. Service Learning, essay questions and other learning opportunities will be provided to meet students’ interests and needs. Choices of Integration Project is attached here as an appendix to the syllabus and as a separate document on CANVAS. This separate document will be located on Assignments and Files pages in order for students to submit later in the term. 

If you do not complete the Integration Project, you cannot receive a grade above “C” even if the accumulated points for the term are at 80 percent or higher. That means no A or B even if your discussion board and quiz scores are in the higher percentages.

Integration Project

DUE Tuesday, May 2, 2021 by time indicated on CANVAS.
Below are several options for this project. Select one of them as your choice for your Integration Project. This project is in lieu of a final exam, meaning you may have a chapter quiz, but no final exam. 
Your choices are.
A. Complete a Service-learning project – You must decide by Jan. 21 and sign up on SL site.
B. Research on Christian leader, holiday or ritual and the importance of the person, holiday or ritual as revealing about God and or human expression of faith.
C. Reviewing how a Christian theme is evident in a full-length movie.
D. Correlating the Marianist Characteristics and Christian God and Human Experience.

No matter which option you select, you will be integrating one of the Five Characteristics of Marianist Education within your final essay. You will select one of the Five Characteristics, read from the CMU document for that characteristic and include at least one reference from the document in your final paper. You can locate the document and its sections on

[bookmark: _Hlk123542963]You will be submitting a written paper of minimum of three pages, not including Works Cited page. Your paper must have an introduction, main body and concluding paragraph with an identifiable main point and sub points. It should include references to text, PowerPoint demonstrations, outside resources and the Marianist document.

Your paper must be typed, 12-point font, double spaced. CITE all resources you use, textbook, PowerPoint, web sites, articles, resources etc. Do not plagiarize.  If you can google it, so can I. I will fail any paper submitted that does not cite resources if needed.

Do NOT save as .pages. Submit as either .docx, .txt, or .pdf.



A. Service Learning
1. [bookmark: _Hlk123543294]Identify a non-profit organization for which you would like to volunteer or check with the Service Learning office for possible opportunities. Mitch Steffey is the contact person for that office.

A non-contact project is Caring Crafters who make baby blankets for the New Parent Support Program at Schofield Barracks. Dr. Pfeiffer (me) is the contact person for this project. The blanket(s) may be sewn, fleece-tied, crocheted or knitted. Those who would like to crochet the blanket can contact instructor for more instructions and supplies. 

2. Contact instructor by Jan. 21 with the name of the organization and what you will be doing. If you are doing service learning for another class, you may use the same project, but have to add ten additional hours to meet this class’s requirement. You must keep a log of your hours in some manner to indicate what you have done. If your service is virtual, you should capture screen or other evidence to show your work.

3. Keep a journal of what you do, when, and a reflection on the activity. You will need to keep the journal electronically to turn in. You should try to include what concepts in the course apply to your service-learning project.

4. Turn in your completed log to the Service Learning office. NO FORMS: NO CREDIT. You can send a .pdf copy to the office and to me for verification.

5. Follow the guidelines below for writing your Service Learning integration paper.
Guidelines for writing Service Learning Paper
The paper should be reflective and should include the following:

What –
What did you do?
For which organization or organizations did you do it?
When did you do it? (hours worked)
Where did you do it?
For whom – the people you served. What were they like? (young, old, retired, homeless,) or a bit of information about the organization for whom you served.

So what?
What impact do you think your service learning had…
… on the organization you served?
… on the people you met?
… on you?

What connections can you make between what we have learned in class and with your service-learning project? (This is the main point of the project.)

Your analysis should include defining the concept, giving two or more specific examples from the film, correlating the film and the theme to one of the Characteristics of Marianist Education. Provide enough specific, accurate and applicable details to explain both the concept and the film’s portrayal. Consider that you are writing for someone who has never seen the film. 



D. Correlating the Marianist Characteristics and Christian God and Human experience. 
Select one of the five characteristics. Answer the question that addresses that characteristic within this course. Give specific, applicable, accurate and appropriately used examples from text, PowerPoint, and/or videos accessed via CANVAS. 

1. Formation in Faith
To be human, one must be in relationship with others and that requires “faith” of some kind. 
In what way did this course and its content help you to better understand what faith is in the Christian context? (Explain what faith is and how a concept in the course demonstrates faith in a Christian understanding.) 

2. Provide an integral quality education
Integral education provides learners with the foundations necessary for completeness and wholeness, to be fully human in the global community. 
What is the Christian understanding of the human relationship to God that requires action to meet the needs of the global community? 

3. Educate for family spirit
Family is more than the persons to whom we are related. We create families in many ways, through friendships, colleagues, work and school.
What is the role and function of the community called Church that informs and challenges the life of Christians in the world today? (Define the Christian understanding of Church as well as addressing how Church influences Christian action).

4. Educate for service, justice, peace and the integrity of creation
To quote John Paul II from a speech on Jan. 1, 2002: “There is no peace without justice; no justice without forgiveness.” Forgiveness begins with awareness of one’s harmful actions, seeking to resolve problems, and openness to others’ views.
What are the bases for Christian moral decisions and how do those bases require Christians to work toward justice and peace in the world today?

5. Educate for adaptation and change
Adaptation and change begin with new knowledge and insight, and with the wisdom to view another’s perspective fairly.
