Do research from reading topics and with interviews Do applied exercises to develop and improve short essay writing skills, goal setting skills and ability to produce shirt research papers

During the course students will explore the underlying importance of each theme within the Chuukese and/or other Micronesian cultures

Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua) This is reflected in the “Olelo No’ eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:  
1. Educate for Formation in Faith(mana) E ola au I ke akua ( ‘Olelo No’ eau 364) May I live by God
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’ auao) Lawe I ka ma’alea a ku’ono’ono (OleloNo’eau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep
3. Educate in Family Spirit (Ohana) “Ike aku, ‘ike mai, kokua aku kokua mai; pela ihola ka nohana ‘ohana (‘Olelo No’ eau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship 
4. Educate for service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama ku o ka no’eau (‘Olelo No’ eau 1430)
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ‘A’ ohe pau ka ‘ike I ka halau ho ‘okahi (‘Olelo No eau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school



Chuukese/Micronesian Values
Education is also an integral value in traditional Chuukese or Micronesian culture. It is demonstrated in the passing on of knowledge in many areas including but not limited to food planting, harvesting and preparation; fishing; navigation; medicine, ancestral history; and  Christian faith. There is reflection of Marianist beliefs in the Chuukese and other Micronesian values
1. Respect
2. Sharing- which includes collaboration and work sharing as well as property and food sharing
3. Importance of family- (education in and thru family)
4. Formation in faith- ( Importance of the practice and passing on knowledge of 
and Christian beliefs in God)

5. Each student will produce a short research based paper focused on indigenous knowledge in his/her particular region
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Course Prerequisite: 

Methods of Instruction
1. Student research through interviews with elders and other knowledgeable people
2. Class discussions and presentations
3. Videos and handouts presented and explained by the instructor on the topic of indigenous knowledge in Chuuk including historical background, current status and relation to Marianist values (These will include question and answer time and discussion as needed)

Required Course Materials:
There is no specific book for this course, however we will be doing selective readings from various sources. Students are required to have a notebook and pen or pencil. This is an on the ground class so basic school materials are essential such as books pens/pencils etc…
