COURSE DESCRIPTION:           
COM101 is an introduction to forms of communication for college students.  Students learn effective communication skills for 2-person, small group, and public situations.  Students will develop and deliver informative and persuasive speeches, and engage in dialogue and small group discussions to support conveyance of meaning and connection with audience.  This course prepares students for both professional and personal interactions and communications going forward into the future..
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
At the conclusion of the term, students will be able to:                                                   1.  Organize and present effective speech at an elevated comfort level.                  2.  Utilize tools and concepts covered by the TEXT and lectures to create a more complete perspective on the significance of effective communication patterns. 3.  Enhance ability to participate effectively in interpersonal and group settings by engaging student’s ability to become more involved listeners.                             4.  Demonstrate ability to plan oral delivery of ideas through content-organization, outlining, and effective oral delivery.                                                         5.  Demonstrate ability to use different oral communication strategies in one-on-one, group, and public communication settings.

CHAMINADE CREDIT HOUR EARNING POLICY:
[bookmark: _GoBack]This class proposes 37.5 hours of in-class lecture during 15 weeks, sharing, and participation. (NOTE: USA and Hawai’i holidays may reduce this number.) In addition to this, students will average 4 hours each week in planning, preparing, and practicing five speeches = 60 hours.  Reading the TEXT should consume 2 hours each week = 30 hours, at least one research and writing task (paper) will involve 10 hours.  Studying for exams and reviews will encompass at least 8 hours.  This totals approximately 135-145 total hours for this semester.

TENTATIVE SCHEDULE FOR THIS SEMESTER:
Week #1:  Introduction, and Chapter 1 in TEXT;
Week #2:  Perception and Introduction to Storytelling, Chapters 2, 3, & 4 in TEXT:  Chapter 2 – Oral Reports – follow guidelines for short speeches, Verbal accuracy in storytelling and monologues;
Week #3:  Storytelling and monologues – performance and evaluation
Week #4:  Online meetings: group discussion (TEXT Chapters 9 and 10) - - Group discussion, virtual and face to face contexts, what roles do you play during group meetings?  Zoom/virtual etiquette;
Week #5:  Reflection and concept building – roles, and chapters 9 and 10;
Week #6   Roles played – reflect and review your roles as group members:  Submission and reflection, what other roles were played by other members?  What did you learn from problem solving in groups?
Week #7:  Public Speech (Informative and persuasive) Chapters 16 and 17 – Characteristics of good informative/persuasive speech, discussion of rubric for grading a speech, research, content, and delivery.
Week #8:  Midpoint review, Visual and creative additions - - voice, body, and tone – transitions, visuals, and slides.
Week #9:  Practice and Research
Week #10:  Speech performances
Week #11:  Interpersonal communication: role play and analysis. Chapter 5 – non-verbal communication, non-verbal experiments, partners for one on one role play;
Week #12:  Acquaintances, Friendships, and intimate relationships (Chapters 6 – 10 in TEXT)
Week #13:  Interpersonal conflict role play and analysis and review.

NOTE:  The semester encompasses 15 weeks; however with USA and Hawai’i holidays, and possibility of class cancellations, the above schedule must be considered as “tentative” and “to be adjusted en route” to the end of term.
