[bookmark: _p6ygxyvhs4cq]RE 301 - Jesus: God and Man
Students will explore the Jesus of History and the Christ of Faith with consideration given to the varied perspectives of the Church’s living-faith tradition. Students will study contemporary controversies that pertain to the meaning, person and story of Jesus of Nazareth. Special attention will be given to understanding the applicability of Jesus’ message and spirit for our global human predicament. Offered annually. Prerequisite: RE 103, RE 205, or RE 211. 
This course satisfies the General Education requirement for Formation in Faith.
Course Overview 
This lecture course will explore the development of the Christian understanding of Jesus as both fully God and fully human, with special attention given to how the formulation of theology related to Jesus Christ was intimately linked to the interpretation of the bible and integrated with philosophical concepts drawn from classical Greeks like Plato and Aristotle, among others.  The course will cover the Christology of the earliest Christians, some of the challenges faced as Christianity expanded, the consensus developed in the Middle Ages, and the radically different theology of Jesus that evolved during Modernity, especially in the Quest for the Historical Jesus.  Students will be reading several texts from the Christian tradition, and will be asked to write essay exams, a book review and five article analyses.
[bookmark: _ei55tcz69eyo]Marianist Values
This class represents one component of your education at Chaminade University of Honolulu. An education in the Marianist Tradition is marked by five principles and you should take every opportunity possible to reflect upon the role of these characteristics in your education and development:
1. Education for formation in faith
Blessed Father Chaminade's frame of reference is a Christocentric, or Christological, theocentrism woven into the context of salvation history. At all times his approach is intrinsically, primarily, and essentially apostolic. For his the most salient point in following Christ is the mystery of the Son of God, become Son of Mary for the salvation of all. This is the mystery of Christ which includes all other mysteries of faith.
2. Provide an integral, quality education 
Father Chaminade realized that the Incarnation of Christ had for its end the Redemption, our supernatural birth. The intimate ties relating these two functions of Mary are clearer yet if considered in the light of our incorporation with Christ. We form with Christ but one body, the Mystical Body of Christ. He is the Head: we are His members, integrated as one Body of Christ. This is important to an integral, quality education.
3. Educate in family spirit 
From spiritual infancy to spiritual maturity, Father Chaminade intended the members of his religious families and their lay collaborators "to live and work by the spiritual help of Mary, that is, to have them brought up by her as Jesus was brought up by the care of this good Mother after having been formed in her womb." We are never alone. With the Holy Family and the Marianist family, Chaminade University students grow in being model members for the universal human family.
4. Educate for service, justice and peace 
For Blessed William Chaminade, a lived doctrine was important, versus speculation for its sake alone. Solidly rooted in the Mystical Body of Christ, he emphasized participation in and sharing of the mysteries of Jesus and Mary. From the overflow of this commitment to living out what is taught, Chaminade University students prepared for the work of service, justice and peace.
5. Educate for adaptation and change 
Blessed Chaminade said: "What is proper to the Christian is to clothe oneself . . . with the inclinations, the habits, and the virtues of Jesus Christ. We all have the same purpose and the same interests, to labor with all our strength at the maintenance and propagation of our faith, each in the station in which one lives and works." Through the exercises and content of this course, Chaminade University students are spiritually “clothed” for meeting life where adaptation and change are the constant reality.
[bookmark: _o4c5gflkntpt]Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:
1. Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live by God
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

GENERAL EDUCATION CORE CURRICUM OUTCOME
The Value Learning Outcome students will gain from this course lies under the category of Education for Formation in Faith, of the Marianist Values:
The student will integrate faith and reason as complementary methods to explore questions of ultimate reality, leading to enhanced social awareness and service for peace and justice.
(In this course, beginning with biblical texts, the course will examine Christological developments in the Christian tradition.  Consideration will be given to the early debates, conciliar statements and the heresies they sought to address. The student will engage with two classical Christological statements by Athanasius and Anselm in order to explore the integration of faith and reason as complementary means to discern the reality of Jesus Christ, who challenges humans to greater awareness of the human condition and the necessity to love others as oneself.  An objective of the course will be to encourage deeper engagement with the Christian message by asking the students to answer Jesus’ query “who do you say that I am?”.)

Religious Studies Program Learning Outcomes linked to this course at an introductory level are:

1. Utilize the key concepts of Catholic theology in a critical reflection on integral human experience.
2. Engage in respectful dialogue on the religious meaning of Jesus Christ in our globalized, multicultural society.
3. Employ Christian moral imagination in moral reasoning and decision making that affirms and/or challenges secular and cultural values.
Course Learning Outcomes 
By the end of our course, students will be able to:
1. Describe the development and diversity of Christian theology as it pertains to doctrine about Jesus Christ, especially the distinct Christology of several New Testament authors and various theologians from the Christian tradition.
2. Distinguish between a more philosophical approach to Christology from the more scriptural, or historical approach to Christology, and explain why these two must be seen as complementary in order to preserve the Christian doctrine that Jesus was fully God and fully human which supports a sacramental world view.
3. Engage in respectful dialogue about the religious, theological meaning of Jesus Christ, especially as that challenges the predominant secular and cultural assumptions of the contemporary world.
4. Read, review and analyze theological treatises and articles related to themes of Christology and apply the understanding of these documents to contemporary problems.

Students must be prepared to complete 40-50 pages of reading per week for success in this course.
Students must be able to take handwritten notes and compose handwritten essay exams in class.

Various required readings will be provided on reserve in the library and on Canvas throughout the semester. Students should be prepared to copy or electronically access these so that they can be used during class.  

Access to a bible, preferably the New American Bible, New Revised Standard Bible or the Orthodox Study Bible.  The selected bible must contain the Apocryphal/Deuterocanonical literature.

Students must purchase a notebook to write out the lecture notes and one blue exam booklet from the bookstore which will be utilized for the exams.

Letter grades are given in all courses except those conducted on a credit/no credit basis. Grades are calculated from the student’s class participation, group project and presentation and exams. They are interpreted as follows: 
92-99 points/% = A (Outstanding scholarship and an unusual degree of intellectual initiative)
83-92 points/% = B (Superior work done in a consistent and intellectual manner) 
72-82 points/% = C (Average grade indicating a competent grasp of subject matter) 
64-71 points/% = D (Inferior work of the lowest passing grade, not satisfactory for fulfillment of prerequisite course work) 
0-63 points/%   = F (Failed to grasp the minimum subject matter; no credit given)

Assessment
Students will be assessed in three areas:  Participation, Application and Examination.
 	Participation is worth 20 points and 20% of the final grade.  It will be assessed by regular preparation for the class meetings where the readings assigned for homework may be discussed.  Students must be ready to actively contribute ideas about these assignments when called upon by the professor.  Regular attendance is required in this course because a student cannot participate if not present; any absences beyond twice in the semester will result in grade deductions of at least three points/3% per day, regardless of the circumstances (accommodations will be made for traveling student athletes and extended, serious illnesses).  Students who miss more than seven class meetings (total) cannot pass the course.  For more details on the importance of regular attendance, see the university’s attendance policy provided below.  Attendance will be taken at every class meeting.
Application is worth 30 points and 30% of the final grade.  It will be assessed by the student’s performance in two areas: a book review worth 10 points/10% of the final grade, and five article analyses related to the book read for review, each worth 4 points/4% of the final grade.  In the book review and article analyses, students will apply what they learn independently to deepen their understanding of a classical Christological text and this application will provide them practice in skills that are necessary for research, while not requiring the composition of a research paper.  More details about the book review and five article analyses will be provided later in the semester, but these assignments will require students to do research reading of challenging texts that will take significant time to read and comprehend.  Students will use the knowledge and skills gained from the book review and article analysis during their composition of the final exam.
Examination is worth 50 points and 50% of the final grade.  It will be assessed by means of three essay exams:  two during the semester in weeks six and eleven, each worth 15 points/15% of the final grade, and one during the final’s week (12/4-12/7) worth 20 points/20% of the final grade.  Students must complete all three exams in person in order to protect the integrity of the exams – make your travel plans accordingly.  Exams will be exclusively in essay style so that students must handwrite their response to a selected prompt provided by the professor.  All essay exams must be written in a blue exam booklet purchased from the book store.  Exam booklets will be kept by the professor following the exams to deter academic dishonesty.  Each exam response will require between two to five paragraphs.

Before a class meeting, students should complete the assigned reading; in class, they will be asked to contribute something to the class discussion, either by way of a substantive question based on the text or with substantive comment about the content of what was read, such as something they found interesting or challenging and why, or a constructive critique of the author’s ideas.  Students may prepare some comments or questions in writing, but these will not be collected, and will only assist the student in contributing to the discussion.  If a student is unprepared to contribute, points may be deducted from their class participation points.  For the book review and five article analyses, one point will be deducted for each day that an assignment is late, up to three days; no work will be accepted that is more than three days late.  Students who fail to attend class on an examination day but who have a valid, documented excuse (doctor’s note, court date, auto mechanic bill, etc.) may reschedule an in person make up exam.  This make up exam will be different from the original exam and it will not offer as many prompts.

For all writing, students are required to follow standard English grammar and syntax.  Illegible handwriting, poor spelling and incorrect grammar will have points deducted; very poor writing will be rejected.  Do your best to think clearly first, in order to write clearly.

Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in a minimum of 45 hours of engagement, regardless of varying credits, duration, modality, or degree level. This equates to one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester. Terms that have alternative lengths, such as 10-week terms, should have an equivalent amount of faculty instruction and out-of-class student work to meet each credit hour. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in total student engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. The number of engagement hours may be higher, as needed to meet specific learning outcomes.
The minimum 45 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies.
This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are anticipated to spend 40 hours in class, 20 hours researching and preparing for the group project presentation, 10 hours studying for Exam one, 10 hours studying for Exam two, and 10 hours studying for and taking the Final exam. There will be an additional 45 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (course reading assignments and review of class notes, etc.), averaging 3 hours each week.
The figures explaining how this credit hour policy was calculated are provided below:
· Seat Time:
80 minutes Tues. and Thurs. = 160min weekly x 15 weeks = 2400 minutes or 40 hours
· Time Spent on Key Assessments:
· Book review = 12 hours reading + 3 hours writing = 15 hours
· Article Analyses = 2 hours reading + 2 hours writing x 5 = 20 hours
· Exam one = taken in class (counted as seat time) + 10 hours studying = 10 hours
· Exam two = taken in class (counted as seat time) + 10 hours studying =10 hours
· Final Exam = taken during finals period 2 hours + 8 hours studying = 10 hours
Sub-Total = 105 hours (seat time + key assessments)
· Total required engagement 135 hours - 105 hours = 30 hours remaining to fill
· 30 hours divided by 15 weeks = 2 additional hours each week (reading, studying, homework)
