COURSE  SYLLABUS

Course Description 
Course Description: English 102, Expository Writing, provides students with practice in basic types of academic writing -- summarizing, analyzing, synthesizing, criticizing readings and preparing research papers. The emphasis is on logical thinking. Additionally, students gain practice in revising and editing for clarity, organization, and correct use of standard English. 
The objective for EN 102 is the student's own. If consistent effort is put into completing all assignments, students will learn to confidently write academic essays. 
In order to provide coherence to discussions and to help students learn to collaborate, the semester's general topic for research and discussion is "work, community and technology." Student research projects will center on common reading related to this topic and subsequently will deal with more more specific aspects of the topic relating to philosophical, psychological, political, historical or economic approaches. 
This course requires internet access to the World Wide Web and Email. Additionally, students are expected to engage in active online discussion via Chaminade's WebBoard conferencing system. All students are required to have active internet accounts at the Chaminade Computer Lab or through a private internet service provider.

· Locating research sources and evaluating their relative worth 
· Paraphrasing, summarizing and synthesizing research materials to develop major points 
· Using MLA documentation 
· Using appropriate rhetorical modes 
· Effectively opening and closing papers 
· Using correct grammar and usage 
· Using accurate punctuation 
· Using effective diction 
· Writing a variety of sentence types 
Diversity

EN 102 – RESEARCH PROJECT 1

Assignment 1: Summary and Response to W.H. Auden's "Work, Labor and Play"


As was indicated on the syllabus, the theme for this semester is "work, community and technology." This first research paper is based on an article by W.H. Auden that attempts to define some of the key terms of our research topic. 

1. Read Auden's article, which is available as a separate file.

2. For the first part of your paper, write a 200- to 250-word summary of Auden's article. Be sure to identify both Auden and the title of his essay in the opening sentence. Also, be sure to use both paraphrase and quotation in your summary (see SF, pp. 684 - 692, 701 - 708). This will be the opening of your paper. 

3. Drawing on your own observations and experience, write a response to Auden's article. At least three additional sources must be used in this section of the paper, as follows:

· Interview with a friend, relative or other person (see SF, pp. 664 - 665) 

· Library source 

· Internet source 

This section should be at least 1000 words, bringing the total length for this assignment to approximately 1200 words.

4. Include a "Works Cited" list at the end of your paper (see SF, pp. 722 - 728). Be sure to include the Auden article and to use the MLA style both for parenthetical citations and for the works cited list. Guidelines for citing sources see SF, Ch. 48, as well as the link below. 

5. Post your finished research project to the "Research Project 1" conference.

This assignment will provide the student with practice in the techniques of researching and writing formal college-level essays. In successfully completing this assignment, students will learn to efficiently conduct library and internet research and to present their findings as an MLA-formatted research paper. Performance will be evaluated based on how successfully you complete the various steps in the research process outlined below. 

Assignment

The general topic for this assignment is "Work and Community." 

Length: approximately 1500 words. 

This essay must incorporate a clear thesis, or unifying idea. Be sure to review materials bearing on this topic in the Scott Foresman Handbook and at this link. 

Five sources 
· Robert Coles' essay On The Meaning of Work 

· the "Introduction" to Studs Terkel's book Working or Eyal Press' "Barbie's Betrayal: The toy industry's broken workers" 

· one print source resulting from a library search 

· one online source resulting from searching the Internet 

· an online conference (i.e., WebBoard) associated with this course 

Supplemental sources beyond the five required ones are strongly recommended. The following links are offered as supplemental sources. Whether or not they are used as sources in research, they should be considered required reading for Unit 2 of the course: 

· W. S. Merwin's "Economy." 

· Gary Snyder's "Getting in the Wood" 

· William Wordsworth's "The world is too much with us" 

The paper must use MLA documentation format in citing all sources. A "Works Cited" listing is also required. 

Procedure

Step 1: Read, then write a summary of, the Coles article. Read the other supplemental sources (Terkel, Press, Merwin, Snyder, and Wordsworth). Write a draft paragraph relating the Coles to either Terkel or Press. Formulate one or more research questions. Post these materials to the WebBoard conference "Questions about Coles." 

Step 2: Conduct library and internet research. Read and begin thinking about a response to the Unit Two discussion question below. Be sure to put all bibliographical information, as well as notes, in your research journal. Likewise, while doing internet research, be sure that you include the url and date you accessed the site in your journal. You may be asked by your instructor to submit excerpts from your research journal. Additionally, note that all research journals will be checked at the final exam. Library Exercise 2 is designed to help you complete this step. 

Step 3:WebBoard discussion question: Which of the five required readings for Unit 2 do you find most interesting? Why? Include a quotation from the reading and explain how it relates to your research question as well as your experience. Post to the "Work and Community" conference on WebBoard. At least one "informal" response is also required. Informal responses are follow-up postings that respond to other's postings. 

Step 4: Write paragraphs summarizing each of your additional sources and explaining how these sources relate to your research question(s). 

Step 5: Prepare a final draft of the research paper. Submit your completed Research Paper 2 to your instructor for evaluation. All students must submit this assignment via the web-page form provided for this purpose. Click here for the submission form.

Procedure

Step 1: Read, then write a summary of “Ecclesiastical and Religious Vocations” article as indicated.  Post your comments and summary on the WebBoard in the “Questions about Vocations” conference

Step 2: Conduct library and internet research. Read and begin thinking about a response to the Unit Three discussion question below. Be sure to put all bibliographical information, as well as notes, in your research journal. Likewise, while doing internet research, be sure that you include the url and date you accessed the site in your journal. You may be asked by your instructor to submit excerpts from your research journal.  

Step 3:WebBoard discussion question: What is a vocation?  What is your response to the vocation article? Why? Include a quotation from the reading and explain how it relates to your research question as well as your experience. Post to the "Vocations" conference on WebBoard. At least one "informal" response is also required. Informal responses are follow-up postings that respond to other's postings. 

Step 4: Write paragraphs summarizing each of your additional sources and explaining how these sources relate to your research. 

Step 5: Prepare a final draft of the research paper. Submit your completed Research Paper 3 to your instructor for evaluation. All students must submit this assignment via the web-page form provided for this purpose

Performance will be evaluated based on how successfully you complete the various steps in the research process outlined below. 

Assignment

The general topic for this assignment may be selected by the student. The topic must relate to the course theme of Work and Community.  Students who choose to select a personal topic must get the topic approved by the instructor prior to proceeding.

Length: approximately 2500 words. 

This essay must incorporate a clear thesis, or unifying idea. Be sure to review materials bearing on this topic in the Scott Foresman Handbook

· two print source resulting from a library search 

· two online source resulting from searching the Internet 

· a personal interview 

· The paper must use MLA documentation format in citing all sources. A "Works Cited" listing is also required.

Step 2: Conduct library and internet research. Read and begin thinking about a response to the Unit Three discussion question below. Likewise, while doing internet research, be sure that you include the url and date you accessed the site in your journal. 
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
