Course Overview 
The theme of this course is food insecurity.

The students will explore and articulate reading and writing strategies,
produce written texts, and engage diverse textual situations, so as to
participate creatively, collaboratively, and critically in their local
communities.

Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:
1. Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live by God
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Weekly “Journal” – Each week you will respond to a writing prompt about the readings or lectures for the 
course. Your is both a critical and reflective response to a specific question and will require you to quote 	from the readings in order to receive full credit.	
Paper drafts – This is a complete draft of the final version of your paper. 	
Mid-term – The mid-term will be based on the rhetorical methods presented for the class lectures and the 
corresponding readings for those methods.					  
Peer Review Sessions – The peer review sessions will be conducted during class time. You must attend class to 
receive points for this assignment.  I will provide you with a rubric to use to “grade” your classmate’s 
work.	  
Final Versions of Papers – These are 2-3 page polished and edited versions of your draft. Included in this paper 
will be a reflection on how you incorporated/responded to the feedback from the instructor and your peers.
Service-Learning Reflection Paper – This is a 750-word paper based on your experiences in the garden/mala.	
Final Exam – The exam will consist of 12 short answer questions based on the readings and lectures presented 
during the semester.

Repeated absences put students at risk of failing grades.

Credit Hour Policy:  This is a three-credit hour course requiring an average minimum of 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are expected to spend about 37.5 hours in the class, 10 hours writing the weekly journal, 10.5 hours studying for the mid-term and final exam, 12 hours participating in service learning and writing the reflection paper, 30 hours planning, drafting, editing, and finalizing their papers. There will be an additional 35+ hours of work required beyond what is listed here. This additional work will average about 2.3 hours per week.
