BI 102, General Biology (3) Overview of basic biological principles, human concerns of overpopulation, environmental pollution, genetic engineering. Fulfills the General Education science requirement for non-science majors when taken with BI 101L or BI 102L. BI 101 is not a prerequisite for BI 102. Concurrent registration in BI 102L is necessary for lab science credits. 
BI 102L General Biology Lab (1) One three-hour laboratory period per week to accompany BI 102. Laboratory work and field trips related to lecture topics.
Course Overview 
[bookmark: _ei55tcz69eyo]Biology 102 is a 3-credit introductory biological science course for those students desiring to fulfill credits leading to a non-science bachelor’s degree.  Concurrent registration in Biology 101 Lab (1 credit) is required. There are no science pre-requisites for this course. This is an introductory course to general biology with major emphasis on cellular biology.  We will be looking at the cell as the basic unit of life and the biochemical processes that occur within the cell in order to ensure its survival.  We will also investigate basic genetics and the fundamental concepts of evolution. 
This is a 3 credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH credit hour policy. Students enrolled in this course are anticipated to spend 37.5 hours in class, 31.5 hours reading and reviewing course materials, 12 hours studying for and taking each of 3 exams (36), and 20 hours studying for and taking the 7 course quizzes. There will be an additional 10 hours of work required above what is listed here, to include but not limited to, course readings, classroom discussions, and homework/writing assignments.
AIMS AND GOALS OF THE COURSE:    This course is designed to fulfill the following goals. 
1.	An ability to demonstrate understanding of the factors that unify all living organisms as well as those that contribute to the diversity of organisms .
2.	An ability to demonstrate understanding of biological concepts that underlie the chemical and physical basis of life.
3.	An ability to demonstrate an understanding of the scientific process of  investigation and problem solving as well as its limitations and place in society. 

COURSE STRUCTURE:  This course is taught in correlation with the laboratory portion.  Lectures will be formal and full attendance is required (online classes exempt).  In the event of an absence, lecture information is provided by the instructor on Canvas.  It is the student’s responsibility to network with peers to get the relevant information.

Students will illustrate an ability to summarize the factors that unify all living organisms as well as illustrate those that contribute to the diversity of organisms .
Students will display an ability to demonstrate understanding of biological concepts that underlie the chemical and physical basis of life.
Students will exhibit an ability to explain the scientific process of investigation and problem solving as well as its limitations and place in society.
