EID 202 Introduction to Technical Drawing (3)
Introduction to various types of technical drawing, including orthographic, perspective, axonometric, and field sketching. Emphasis on hand drafting and the knowledge of mechanical drawing tools and techniques used in the fields of architecture and interior design. Students will learn to both read and execute construction drawings such as floor plans, elevations and sections, in order to later apply these skills to translate their own design work. The purpose of this course is to prepare you to communicate design ideas through the technical language of the architect/interior designer/builder, including how to read and understand construction documents. There are four types of technical drawings that will be covered in this class; orthographic, axonometric, perspective and freehand.

Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in a minimum of 45 hours of engagement, regardless of varying credits, duration, modality, or degree level. This equates to one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester. Terms that have alternative lengths, such as 10 week terms, should have an equivalent amount of faculty instruction and out-of-class student work to meet each credit hour. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in total student engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. The number of engagement hours may be higher, as needed to meet specific learning outcomes.
Specific Credit Situations
The minimum 45 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies.
This course is made up of 53 hours of class time, approximately 16 hours of textbook reading, and a minimum of 5 hours per week (80 hours total) hand drafting a complete set of drawings fora two story home. 
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
