Class Schedule
Online, asynchronous
Course Description
Welcome to English 101.  This course is designed to enhance and improve your reading, writing, arguing, and critical thinking skills, helping to prepare you for future college courses and in your professional and personal lives.  You can expect to be writing both inside and outside of class, as nothing improves writing like practice!  In short, this class will help you to become a more confident, articulate, and critical reader and writer.
You will be asked to respond in writing to a variety of reading samples from the course texts and from class-handouts.  Participation in class is essential to your development as writers and will contribute to your final grade.  The requirements of the course comprise consistent online attendance, class-participation, successful and timely completion of assignments, and a final exam.
I will be available to students in person over Zoom by appointment and am always contactable by email; while we are online, I can arrange Zoom meetings with you.  I will be happy to set up appointments with students as and when convenient.
Texts
All relevant texts will be provided through Canvas; there is no need to buy additional texts at this time.
Required materials
You will need at least access to a working, internet-connected computer, preferably with a camera (though not required), with a word-processing program (preferably Microsoft Word, which should be available to students, but also Google docs).
Grades
You will be undertaking a great deal of writing both in and out of class, but the only papers which will be graded are the class assignments outlined in the class syllabus.  While I may ask you to hand in other pieces of work and rough drafts, they will not be graded other than as a guide for you and your direction as writers.
The course will be broken down into the following categories for grading:

Final grading will follow the traditional scale:

Your grade will be affected detrimentally by the following:
· more than 3 unaccounted absences (for online section, this means little to no course presence); 
· late submission of any of the assignments, without sufficient permission, reason or explanation to the instructor.  10% from the total will be deducted each day the paper is overdue;
· clear disregard to the work and assignments given to you, either in quantity or effort.  The “Homework” grade will be received on satisfactory and timely completion of all out-of-class assignments.
All written work must be your own work, your own ideas expressed in your own words.  In the case of suspected plagiarism, you will be asked to submit all of the work that led you to that final piece of work.  If plagiarism is confirmed then you will fail that assignment.  A second act of plagiarism will result in the failure of the course.  

Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Over the 15 weeks of this course, students will spend 37.5 hours online, 48 hours researching and writing the final essay, 1 hour each week on homework assignments (15 hours total), and 10.5 hours drafting and re-drafting essays. There will be an additional 24 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (course readings, homework assignments, etc.), averaging 1.6 hours each week.  

Student Learning Outcomes
Students who successfully complete this course will be able to demonstrate:
· the ability to develop and express ideas in a clear and logical manner, using a variety of critical reading, writing, and thinking skills  
· a command of a variety of research resources, such as the library and the Internet
· the ability to correctly format and document an essay using MLA or APA style
· the correct use of grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure in a written text.
· paragraph and essay development in a written text.
Specific examples include: 
· thesis sentences
· topic sentences.
· clear supporting examples for thesis sentence and topic sentences.
· logical and clear connections between topic/thesis sentences and supporting examples. 
· organizational development in a written text.
Such as: 
· effective introductory paragraph.
· effective concluding paragraph.
· use of transitions (internal/within a paragraph and external/ between paragraphs) in a written text. 
· pre-writing strategies and techniques such as mapping, free writing, and listing.
· the ability to identify and apply a variety of rhetorical writing techniques (rhetorical approaches shall include narrative, descriptive, exposition/illustration, comparison and contrast, cause and effect, definition, persuasion, classification, and division).
· logical structure utilizing the rhetorical techniques.
· a greater understanding of one’s self and her/his relationship to the world in which we live.
Marianist values
Within this course, as in all courses I teach, are embedded several of the Marianist values that we promote at Chaminade.  Of particular focus in my English classes are the values of social justice, adaptation, and change.  Social justice must always be central to any humanities course, which is the search for an understanding of the idea of justice within society: between individuals, institutions, religion, government, and the law.  The written law alone may not provide all the pertinent definitions of justice; other answers are provided by the study of the humanities, including English literature.  Among other questions we will examine, we will ask the following: what is moral law, and how does it differ from written law, divine law, and your own innate sense of right and wrong?  Equally, we will ask how works of literature may provide you, personally, with skills to adapt to changes in society or circumstances, as you grow and move through the world.
