Course Overview

Catalog Description: This course surveys the life and work of especially significant women in Christianity with an emphasis on the Catholic Church. Analytical discussion employing socio-cultural, philosophical, theological, and feminist approaches will help students to understand how women have been perceived in Christian history and literature. The struggles and successes of these women will exemplify how strong faith can overcome obstacles based on stereotypes and other images.  

Prerequisites:  RE 103, RE 205, or RE 211. This course satisfies Formation in Faith GE

Orientation: Students will engage in the study of Christian women from various periods of time and how they meet the needs of their society.

Methodology:  This course will be delivered as a hybrid with class meeting in person two times a week, on Tuesdays and Thursdays. TA will take roll and provide work to do for in-class activities.

Plus, students are required to post on CANVAS. Instructor will work individually with each student on CANVAS discussion boards and through assignments. (http://chaminade.instructure.com) 

The instructor will provide the readings as pdf files, links to videos or other materials. TA will provide materials that instructor wants given to you. All materials help to encourage students to engage in critical thinking.

	Change requires adapting to ongoing challenges and opportunities. These women we will study are examples of facing challenges and using the opportunities to create a better world.

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STUDENT REQUIREMENTS:

· Attendance as required at CCPI
· Teaching assistant (TA) will take roll each time class meets.
· If TA is not present, instructor will check CANVAS for your attendance that day. It tells the instructor what day you went online and what you looked at.
· If student registered for the course is off island (not on Chuuk), all class activity will be adapted to meet the time requirements for in-person instruction.
· Textbook and other reading assignments: Reading Reflection discussion boards
· You are to post one question or comment per reading assignment. 
· I will answer the question and define or explain the words.
· You are to reply to me as well for full points. (You ask, I answer. Then you let me know if you understand). You post two times.
· Engaged discussion boards.
· The board will have a choice of questions. Answer one of them.
· Then, read what others wrote.
· Reply to two of your classmates’ answers. Your response to your classmates should use one of these ideas: 
· Do you agree and why? 
· Do you think they need to explain more? 
· What did they teach you?
· What might be another way to think about it or answer?
· Since I am not there, this is the way I can “hear” how you share with each other by reading your replies to each other.
· If I ask you a question about what you wrote in your post, you are to answer the question to me.
· Group activities as assigned by instructor
· TA will give your group its assignment.
· The group gives the completed assignment to the TA to scan and send to instructor… or
· Sometimes, the group will post the completed assignment on CANVAS. Only one person per group needs to post the group’s work.
· PowerPoint assignment
· Each of you will be selecting a Christian woman from the list provided. You will be looking up about this woman and sharing what you learn. In other words, you are teaching us about her.
· Quizzes and Final Exam
· Most of these will be to see if you understand the words used and identify the key concepts studied in regards to the correlation between the individuals studied and the Marianist Characteristics. 
GRADES:
Each activity will have points assigned to it. The instructor has the right to adjust and/or add the number of assignments. 
· Reading Reflection board: 1-3 points. (No more than two points if you do not reply to me, the instructor). 
· Engaged Discussion Boards will vary and will have a total number for that board. If you do not reply to a classmate, you will lose either one or more points from possible amount.  
· Essay and PowerPoint research project: 20 points.
· Quizzes and Final Exam: 40 points

At the end of the semester, the total number of points will be added. Your grade will be based on the percentage of points you have earned throughout the term. 

Your grade is calculated using the following scale:
· 90-100 percent of possible points will be an “A.” 
· 80-89 percent of possible points will be a “B.” 
· 70-79 percent of possible points will be a “C.”

Late Work: Students are expected to assume responsibility for knowing, observing and meeting assignment deadlines as described in the course schedule. Points will be deducted for late posts and assignments if not completed within a week after the assignment is due.


Credit Hour Policy
This is a three-credit course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are anticipated to spend 37.5 hours in class, 28 hours researching and preparing the presentation with its accompanying essay and PowerPoint, 18 hours studying for multiple exams and quizzes. Students will spend an additional 51 hours for reading and other assignments, an average of 3.4 hours per week.
