Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
This class provides the student with basic information relating to the design of research, hypothesis generation, data collection and organization, as well as statistical calculation and interpretation using SPSS.

Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Over the 15 weeks of this course, students will spend 45 hours in class, 20 hours researching and reading, 20 hours of online discussion interaction, 5 hours for final term paper, 65 hours completing assignments, and 2 hours studying for and taking the final exam.

4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Course Activities
Discussions
The Weekly Statistics Discussions are designed to deepen your understanding of statistical concepts in psychology by engaging you in critical analysis and application of research data. Each week, you will summarize a relevant study, interpret its statistical results, evaluate the strengths and limitations of the methods used, and reflect on how these concepts can be applied to your own research or professional practice. Additionally, you will engage with your peers by offering constructive feedback and insights on their posts.

Chapter Exercises
Chapter exercises are designed to enhance your understanding of the material by encouraging deeper comprehension, practical application, critical analysis, synthesis, and evaluation of the chapter content. These exercises will help you solidify key concepts and develop the skills necessary to apply them in real-world scenarios, ultimately fostering a more comprehensive grasp of the subject matter.

Quizzes
The weekly quizzes are designed to reinforce and assess your understanding of the core concepts covered in each chapter. These quizzes will challenge you to apply the material in practical scenarios, ensuring that you grasp the essential principles and can effectively integrate them into your academic and professional development. By regularly engaging with these quizzes, you will solidify your knowledge, identify areas that may require further study, and enhance your ability to retain and utilize key information as you progress through the course.

Final Exam
The final exam will be an in-class assessment that comprehensively evaluates your understanding of the key concepts covered throughout the course, including material from both lectures and assigned readings. This exam will test your ability to synthesize and apply the knowledge you've gained, ensuring that you have a strong grasp of the essential topics and are well-prepared to move forward in your academic and professional journey.

Final Project
The final project is designed to assess your understanding and application of statistical concepts covered in this course. You will be given a dataset related to a psychological topic, and your task is to conduct a thorough statistical analysis, interpret the results, and present your findings in a formal report. This project will help you develop skills in data analysis, interpretation, and reporting, which are crucial for your future studies in statistical application to data.
