This course provides a foundation for further study in mathematics and prepares for Calculus |. Topics include
functions and their graphs, polynomial and rational functions, exponential and logarithmic functions,
trigonometric functions and their inverses, and some other selected topics.

Course Overview

This course is designed to produce better conceptual understanding of functions and mathematics in general
that leads into understanding procedural understanding of formulas. A strong development of number
relationships also occurs from class discussions, sharing of ideas, and thought-provoking assessments.
