  Course Description & Materials 

 

Catalog Course Description 

This course covers the development of historical, philosophical, legal, sociological principles of 

education, consideration of current trends in educational theory, multicultural issues in 

education, and problems and choices facing education in the future. 

 

Time Allocation 

The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the 

completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the 

intended learning outcomes and is verified by evidence of student achievement for those 

learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in 45 hours 

of engagement. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in a total student 

engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. 

 

The minimum 45 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, 

internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online 

instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic 



engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; 

instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and 

preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance 

with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies.

Both recognize the 

transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in 

seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye 

toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist

1.​ Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live 

by God. 

2.​ Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  

Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep. 

3.​ Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka 

nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be 

helped; such is a family relationship. 

4.​ Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 

1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom. 

5.​ Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo 

Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

  Course Policies 

 

Attendance 

Students are expected to attend regularly all courses for which they are registered. Student 

should notify their instructors when illness or other extenuating circumstances prevents them 

from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. Notification may 

be done by emailing the instructor’s Chaminade email address, calling the instructor’s campus 

extension, or by leaving a message with the instructor’s division office. It is the instructor’s 

prerogative to modify deadlines of course requirements accordingly. Any student who stops 

attending a course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade. 

 

Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of classes may lead to a grade reduction 

for the course. Any unexcused absence of two consecutive weeks or more may result in being 

withdrawn from the course by the instructor, although the instructor is not required to 

withdraw students in that scenario. Repeated absences put students at risk of failing grades. 

 

Students with disabilities who have obtained accommodations from the Chaminade University 

of Honolulu ADA Coordinator may be considered for an exception when the accommodation 

does not materially alter the attainment of the learning outcomes.

Anyone who stops attending a course without 

official withdrawal may receive a failing grade or be withdrawn by the instructor at the 

instructor’s discretion.

All assignments should be turned in by the due date. I am willing to accept late work; however, 

late assignments will receive a lower grade. 

 

Use of Generative Artificial Intelligence (Gen AI)

learning and creativity. However, the use of these tools must adhere to the following guidelines:  

●​ Attribution: Any content generated by AI must be clearly attributed.  

●​ Academic Integrity: AI tools should not be used to produce entire assignments or 

projects without significant input and modification by the student.  

●​ Originality: Students must ensure that their submissions are original and reflective of 

their understanding. Plagiarism, including the uncredited use of AI-generated content, is 

strictly prohibited. 

●​ Disclosure: Students must disclose the use of AI tools in their work. This includes 

specifying which tools were used and how they were applied. 

 

Examples of appropriate uses for Generative AI for course activities include  

●​ Idea generation,  

●​ Creating outlines, and  

●​ Sentence-level edits (i.e., punctuation and grammar)
