Course Description & Materials
Catalog Course Description
This course focuses on research in couple and family therapy and is designed to review contemporary family research methods through a multi-method approach. Additionally, students will also learn how to construct academic papers using APA formatting and scholarly writing standards. Students will learn about various ethical issues in research including the global movement toward decolonizing methodologies, especially those related to clinical research and work with underserved or high-risk populations. Students will be introduced to how Community-Based Participatory Research and Action Research has been utilized in clinical MFT research. Students will learn about the IRB process.

DMFT Doctoral Courses Student Engagement Credit Hour Policy
The unit of semester credit is defined as university-level credit that is awarded for the completion of coursework. One credit hour reflects the amount of work represented in the intended learning outcomes and verified by evidence of student achievement for those learning outcomes. Each credit hour earned at Chaminade University should result in a minimum of 45hours of engagement, regardless of varying credits, duration, modality, or degree level. This equates to one hour of classroom or direct faculty instruction and a minimum of two hours of out-of-class student work each week for approximately fifteen weeks for one semester. Terms that have alternative lengths, such as 10 week terms, should have an equivalent amount of faculty instruction and out-of-class student work to meet each credit hour. Direct instructor engagement and out-of-class work result in total student engagement time of 45 hours for one credit. The number of engagement hours may be higher, as needed to meet specific learning outcomes.

Doctoral students are expected to perform work of higher quality and quantity, however typically a minimum of forty-five hours of student engagement for each student credit hour is required, although instructors may require roughly a third more work than this minimum undergraduate credit hour requirement. Therefore, a 3-credit doctoral course would typically require engagement of approximately 135 hours for the average student for whom the course is designed. The minimum 45 hours of engagement per credit hour can be satisfied in fully online, internship, or other specialized courses through several means, including (a) regular online instruction or interaction with the faculty member and fellow students and (b) academic engagement through extensive reading, research, online discussion, online quizzes or exams; instruction, collaborative group work, internships, laboratory work, practica, studio work, and preparation of papers, presentations, or other forms of assessment. This policy is in accordance with federal regulations and regional accrediting agencies.

Assignments
All assignments need to be submitted online on Canvas by the due date (before 11:59pm HST on the day it is due). No assignments will be accepted late unless you have contacted the instructor 48 hours prior to the due date and have been granted an extension.

1. Class Participation & Discussion Posts [15 points]:
Participation in the synchronous classes for this course is important for your learning. We will be covering a large amount of material in a small amount of time. Excused absences include doctor’s notes, official university business, or other documented letters/forms including name and phone number of the person providing the documentation. When a student is absent from a synchronous course, they are required to watch a recorded class and to write a summary paper (2-3 pages, bullet points).

Three times throughout the term, students will be asked to post a reflection on the course content for that week obtained through asynchronous methods. Students’ discussion posts need to adequately respond to the associated prompt and be a minimum of 200 words.  

2. CITI Training Course Completion & Certificate [15 points]:
To help you learn about research ethics, you will complete the CITI (Collaborative Institutional Training Initiative) online training. Follow this link: https://chaminade.edu/irb/irb-training/ and please complete the first training entitled, “Protection of Human Subjects”. This training will take you several hours and it is self-guided. You can download a certificate of completion and submit to me as evidence that you have successfully finished the training. Having this CITI certification will allow you to participate on most research teams on campus that involve human subjects. 

3. Exploration of Clinical Research Ideas [10 points]:
Write a 1–2-page paper describing at least two clinical research topics that you are interested in exploring. Identify what motivates your interest and any important clinical question(s) that could be answered by your research. Summarize the process you will undertake to find relevant, existing, and key literature related to the topic. After reviewing this resource, https://conjointly.com/kb/research-question-types/ identify the type of research question you think is best to address your topic of interest. In addition, discuss whether the clinical topic is a who, what, where, when or why research question and explain why this is the case.

4. Clinical Focus/Research Question Paper [30 points]:
For this assignment, students will write a 2–4-page paper on a primary clinical focus, why it is important to study and briefly summarize key literature on the topic (must include at least 5 peer-reviewed articles). Students end their paper with how they might study this topic through research, including 2-3 research question(s) as well as whether quantitative, qualitative, or mixed-methods research methodology might be most suited for answering the research questions. Adhere to APA, 7th edition formatting throughout your paper.

5. Research Proposal Presentation (Signature Assignment) [30 points]:
Prepare 8-10 slides and record yourself giving a professional presentation on your proposed project (via Zoom) that includes the following sections. The slides and presentation should include the following sections:
· Title of Proposed Project
· Introduction (significance of topic)
· Literature Review Summary
· Rationale for Study/Study Purpose Statement
· Research Question(s)
· Research Methods (proposed design, data collection and analysis)
· Research Ethics Considerations
