Class Schedule

Course Description
In English 201, you will read a collection of poems, short stories, plays, and novels by a variety of writers.  Our goal will be to enjoy and explore the experience of reading literature, what great writers can teach us about the times in which the authors lived, and how it relates to our own lives.  We will examine and discuss themes from the literature such as personality, good and evil, and love and hate.  You will also learn some fundamental critical approaches to analyzing works of literature.  You will write essays that communicate your responses to such literature to others.  You will acquire an understanding of the basic terms and concepts of literary analysis that help readers discuss and write about literature.
Texts
Preferably, you should  buy copies of the following works, at bookstores or online.  Where possible, buy the Penguin Classics versions of the works.  However, there will be free e-texts available of all the texts for this class.

The homework grade is given on satisfactory completion of the readings assigned, and completion of your brief written class responses to what you have read.  This class will promote the use of writing in the critical process of responding to literature.

Your grade will be affected detrimentally by the following:

· clear disregard to the work and assignments given to you, either in quantity or effort.  The “Homework” grade will be received on satisfactory and timely completion of all out-of-class assignments.
Students who miss two consecutive weeks of class (prior to the withdrawal deadline) may be withdrawn by the instructor.  Withdrawals are only effective for tuition refunds when initiated by the student during the refund periods and in accordance with the appropriate refund schedule.  The student must obtain written permission from the instructor to be re-enrolled in a class from which the student has been withdrawn.
All written work must be your own work, your own ideas expressed in your own words.  In the case of suspected plagiarism, you will be asked to submit all of the work that led you to that final piece of work.  If plagiarism is confirmed then you will fail that assignment.  A second act of plagiarism will result in the failure of the course.  We will also discuss the finer points of plagiarism in class. 

Student Learning Outcomes
1. Able to demonstrate familiarity with the elements of poetry, drama, and fiction, and the literary terms used to discuss them.

2. Able to demonstrate ability to read and analyze literary works using the elements of poetry, drama, and fiction, and to recognize the skills used to synthesize information and write literary essays. 

3. Able to demonstrate an understanding of at least two ways to interpret literary texts. 

4. Able to demonstrate the ability to write unified, coherent, well-developed essays about literary works.  

Students should come to class prepared to use and to demonstrate the following abilities in order to succeed in this class:
1. An ability to work independently in order to accomplish specific tasks, i.e., homework, research, writing, etc.

2. An ability to successfully manage time in order to complete all tasks.

3. An ability to follow directions.

4. An ability to ask questions in order to clear up misunderstandings, clarify directions, or seek assistance on papers (if needed).

5. An understanding that writing is a process that takes time in order to produce excellent work.

6. An understanding of the importance and necessity of multiple proofreading and revision techniques.

Marianist values
Within this course, as in all courses I teach, are embedded several of the Marianist values that we promote at Chaminade.  Of particular focus in my English classes are the values of social justice, adaptation, and change.  Social justice must always be central to any humanities course, which is the search for an understanding of the idea of justice within society: between individuals, institutions, religion, government, and the law.  The written law alone may not provide all the pertinent definitions of justice; other answers are provided by the study of the humanities, including English literature.  Among other questions we will examine, we will ask the following: what is moral law, and how does it differ from written law, divine law, and your own innate sense of right and wrong?  Equally, we will ask how works of literature may provide you, personally, with skills to adapt to changes in society or circumstances, as you grow and move through the world.

Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Over the 15 weeks of this course, students will spend 37.5 hours online, 48 hours researching and writing the final essay, 1 hour each week on homework assignments (15 hours total), and 10.5 hours drafting and re-drafting essays. There will be an additional 24 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (course readings, homework assignments, etc.), averaging 1.6 hours each week.
