Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
This course provides an introduction to Federal Income Taxation and is intended for accounting and business majors who need to understand the tax implications of business decisions. Topics include analysis of principles, laws, and regulations which underlie the federal tax system and their effect on individuals, businesses and property transactions. Service-Learning.
Prerequisites: AC 202, EN 102, COM 101

Time Allocation
Accounting is a very difficult subject area.  Consequently, students will be expected to contribute a significant amount of time outside of the classroom during the Semester. This is a three credit hour course requiring 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are expected to spend about 40.66 in class, 3 hours writing response cases/projects, 10 hours studying for the midterm exam, 24 hours revising course cases/projects, and 10 hours studying for the final exam. There will be an additional 47.34 hours of work required beyond what is listed here (course readings, homework assignments, etc.). This additional work will average about 3 hours per week.

1.  Analyze and apply global accounting standards, including GAAP and IFRS, to evaluate tax implications in cross-border transactions, utilizing AI tools to enhance decision-making.

Marianist Values

Additionally, the course addresses "Educate for service, justice and peace, and integrity of creation" by emphasizing the role of taxation in promoting equity and funding social services that support justice and sustainability. Students are encouraged to consider how tax policies impact communities and contribute to the greater good, connecting their learning to broader societal responsibilities.

Native Hawaiian Values

4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school
