Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
This general education capstone course will cover the literary and visual texts produced in and about Hawai‘i from pre-territory to the present. Students will review a range of creative and critical work in order to examine Hawai‘i as a contested site. The readings and texts will map out and contextualize the struggle for land, language, and identity. Additional readings and videos will focus on the Marianist presence in Hawai‘i.
Time Allocation
This is a three-credit course requiring around (or a minimum of) 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy. Students enrolled in this course are expected to spend about 37.5 hours “in class.”  [Since this is an online course, in lieu of physical class time, you will be watching videos or interviews, reading short lectures or “things to consider” about the readings, and reviewing background information on the writers through reviewing external sites.] 17.5 hours on the annotated bibliography, 50 hours on (discussion posts) and formal (papers, written testimony, reflection papers). There will be an additional 30 hours of work required beyond what is detailed here. This additional work will average about 2 hours per week (not including the written requirements per week).
Required Materials
All readings are on the Canvas Course.

Canvas is our learning management system.  Our class will consist of 9 modules.  Each module will take about 1-2 weeks to complete.  Please note: there will be common due dates for assignments throughout the semester.
Learning Outcomes

Course Learning Outcomes (CLOs)
Upon completion of EN497 the student will be able to:
1. Present mastery of foundational skills, Marianist and Native Hawaiian values and a global
awareness through a project-based learning approach. 
2. Evaluate, in writing, how literary and/or visual texts capture the different challenges (struggle
for land, issues surrounding language, educational context) and solutions facing Hawai‘i today. 
3. Locate, vet, and integrate sources into an original text and/or presentation. 
4. Analyze and reflect upon community as a means for addressing contemporary issues. 

Marianist Values
This class represents one component of your education at Chaminade University of Honolulu. An education in the Marianist Tradition is marked by five principles and you should take every opportunity possible to reflect upon the role of these characteristics in your education and development:

1. Education for formation in faith.
2. Provide an integral, quality education.
3. Educate in family spirit.
4. Educate for service, justice and peace, and integrity of creation.
5. Educate for adaptation and change.

The course will integrate Marianist readings in order to highlight characteristics #3 and #4.

Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

1. Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live by God.
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep.
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship.
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

Course Activities

Discussion Posts - These are short 250 words (1 typed page or 2-3 paragraphs) of organized reflections, observations, questions, and notes for further research on the reading or writing prompt. While the structure of the post may be less formal than a research paper, it should demonstrate a close reading of the text. Given this requirement, posts should not focus on personal opinion or experiences in lieu of an evidence-based analysis of the reading. Thus, a clear and concise summary as well as quotes with explanatory comments or responses are required to be integrated into your post. You should complete 1-2 posts per week to meet this course requirement.

Responses-For this class a response is more than agreeing with or liking the contents of the original post. Each response should be 250 words in length and should include additional information (additional evidence from the reading or passages of consideration) or points where the topic/theme/idea of the original writer are inconsistent with evidence from the reading. You may also point the writer to additional material that you have vetted and summarized for their consideration. There are 2 responses for the entire semester. 

Short Papers – The short paper should be 500 words or 2 pages. This paper should contextualize the readings for that specific week as well as your original perspective on the issue. You must cite from at least 2 different readings on the topic and include a works cited list with your paper. You must complete 2 papers prior to the end of the semester (not including the testimony and/or reflection).

Annotated Bibliography – The annotated bibliography is designed to assist you in locating, vetting, and engaging sources for your testimony. In order to support you, I will provide you with library guides (libguides) and readings. As the semester unfolds, we will discuss possible topics as options for this assignment. You should have a minimum of 10 entries/sources.

Testimony – You will be using your research to “testify” on a contemporary issue. It should be a short, evidence-based paper (350-500 words) that identifies an issue and its importance to the larger community.

Reflection Paper – You will be reflecting on the relationships between the readings and the Characteristics of Marianist Universities.

Attendance
Given the online delivery of the course, there is no physical attendance.  Due dates will be posted for each assignment and reading.

Late Work
In general, late posts are not accepted as there will be additional opportunities to post and respond to discussions.  Late papers will receive a 10-50% deduction (10% per day). No paper will be accepted one week after the due date. Exceptions will be made for medical emergencies.
