Learning Outcomes

This course will teach Education in the Family Spirit.  It will identify and evaluate the ways in which the History of Rock’n’Roll is a study of the American family, including attempts by its young people to build and sustain a community of their own, based on their own beliefs, values, and music.  Africans, torn from their families and brought to America as slaves, created their unique community and culture.  Their rhythm-based music became a bedrock on which Rock’n’Roll music was built.

America’s booming economy after World War II gave birth to the Teenager and Rock’n’Roll.  Older generations blamed Rock’n’Roll for a rise in sexual permissiveness and juvenile delinquency.  This would be a persistent theme in the adults’ attempt to preserve “family values.”  In 1985, for example, Tipper Gore, wife of the Vice President, helped form the Parents’ Music Resource Center.  The PMRC required labels be placed on recordings with explicit lyrics on deviant sexual behavior, or those glorifying murder and suicide.

A generation gap began to divide the community during the Rock’n’Roll era.  By the early 1960s, a youth culture emerged in America with its own beliefs, outlooks, clothing, and taste in music.  By the late 1960s, a “Counter Culture” of young people rejected the ideas, beliefs, and values of their parents.  “Hippies” rejected the family-centered suburban homes they grew up in and tried to create communal “families” based on love and fellowship.  They also rejected the capitalist economy of their parents that created the economic boom after World War II and tried to create a community based on sharing and mutual assistance.

Bands often refused to play in New York gay clubs.  This forced clubs in lower-Manhattan to adopt a format of recorded music selected by DJs – giving rise to the Disco craze.  Same sex relations were illegal in New York in the 1960s as a violation of the institutions of a marriage and a family.  Police routinely raided and harassed lesbians, gay men, bisexuals, and transgenders (LGBT) that frequented these clubs.  In 1969, the constantly harassed patrons of a gay club called Stonewall Inn struck back against a police crackdown.  The “Stonewall Riots” led to the formation of gay rights organizations that campaigned for LGBT communities.  In time, America reluctantly accepted these alternative lifestyles and families.  Today, 44% of Americans live in states that permit gay marriages.  Polls show that nearly 60% of them support gay and lesbian marriages.

In this course, the instructor and the students “collaborate together in attaining knowledge of the human condition within the larger community of all creation, applying both faith and reason in their quest of meaning.”  They seek to “uncover and probe the deep questions of human meaning.  It places this search for truth within a value-centered worldview that begins with the dignity of each person, living their life within an interconnected whole that we call creation.”

Marianist higher education is “deeply committed to the common good.”  This course is undertaken as “a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to engage the classroom with the wider world.”  It is part of our responsibilities as an institution built on the teachings of Christ “to promote the dignity of all human persons.  To do so authentically, we must acknowledge, analyze, and deeply comprehend global disparities.”

Educate for Adaptation and Change

After the French Revolution, Father Chaminade, founder of the Society of Mary, stated, “new times call for new methods.”  Adaptation and change, however, must begin with a firm understanding of the past.  This course understands that “students need a substantive knowledge of the past, analytical tools for understanding the world around them and critical thinking skills to mindfully respond and shape the unknowable future.”  It tries “to shape students’ understanding of the interconnectedness of human knowledge as a foundation for effective action in an increasingly interdependent world.”       


Native Hawaiian Values

Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture.  Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua).  This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep.

Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.

Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school.
