University Course Catalog Description

Developmentally Appropriate Practices in Early Childhood Education (ECE), preschool to 3rd grade, will be
reviewed. Students will learn to address the learning needs of special education students in both inclusive
classrooms and self-contained special education settings. Curriculum models, effective best practices in ECE and
research into early intervention methods including Activity-Based Interventions (ABI) and Milieu Teaching will be
conducted.
