DESCRIPTION:
This course introduces the God of the Old Testament and details Israel’s relationship with its God over a two-thousand-year journey of faith.  The sacred writings of the Pentateuch and both the Prophetic and Wisdom literature of Israel will be examined in detail.  An understanding of Israel’s speech about the God who spoke is worthy to study in itself, and an essential theological pre-history for understanding Jesus and Christianity.  The significance of these texts for both contemporary Judaism and Christianity will be explored.  (quoted from the Chaminade University Catalog)

Our course will study five major sections of the Old Testament:
1.  The Torah which is the Books of Genesis through Deuteronomy
2. The Former Prophets who were Joshua, Judges, I &2 Samuel, 1&2 Kings
3. The Latter Prophets who include Hosea, Amos, Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel and Daniel
4. The Post Exile period including Ezra-Nehemiah and 1&2 Chronicles
5. Wisdom Literature including  Sirach, the Wisdom of Solomon, and Job
