Course Description & Materials

Catalog Course Description
This course covers the general history, standards, and professionalism in education with an overview of the philosophical, legal, current trends in educational theory, and multi-cultural issues in education.

Time Allocation
This is a three-credit hour course requiring a minimum of 135 clock hours of student engagement, per the official CUH Credit Hour Policy.  Students enrolled in this course are anticipated to spend about 40 hours completing course activities and 20 hours participating in course discussions.  There will be an additional 75 hours of work required beyond what is described here including the reading course materials and reviewing course presentations, averaging 7.5 hours each week.

Marianist Values
This class represents one component of your education at Chaminade University of Honolulu. An education in the Marianist Tradition is marked by five principles and you should take every opportunity possible to reflect upon the role of these characteristics in your education and development:

1. Education for formation in faith.
2. Provide an integral, quality education.
3. Educate in family spirit.
4. Educate for service, justice and peace, and integrity of creation.
5. Educate for adaptation and change.

This course focuses on the Marianist value of Educate for Adaptation to Change. In the midst of rapid social and technological changeeducation is rapidly changing. The ability to readily adapt and change methods and structures is directly related to the idea that, “New times call for new methods,” which is a phrase that Father Chaminade often repeated. This course works to help students be able to look positively towards the future confidently, with on the one hand knowing that we draw on a rich history, and on the other fully aware for that for the field of education to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.

Native Hawaiian Values
Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture. Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua). This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

1. Educate for Formation in Faith (Mana) E ola au i ke akua (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 364) May I live by God.
2. Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep.
3. Educate in Family Spirit (‘Ohana) ʻIke aku, ʻike mai, kōkua aku kōkua mai; pela iho la ka nohana ʻohana (‘Ōlelo Noʻeau 1200) Recognize others, be recognized, help others, be helped; such is a family relationship.
4. Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.
5. Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school

A. Discussions
Seven class discussion question will be posted during the term.  Sometime between Monday and Thursday of those weeks, you should respond to the question.  Then, sometime between Friday and Sunday, you should go back and read all of the submissions and respond to at least three of your classmate’s posts.  It is expected that each student’s posts for each week will be approximately one page in length.  The following guidelines should be used to actively and intelligently participate in the class discussions (adopted from http://www.rasmussen.edu/student-life/blogs/college-life/tips-for-writing-thoughtful-discussion-responses// .    
· Ask open-ended questions to promote discussion. Open-ended questions require individuals to write more than a simple one- or two-word answer. Open-ended questions require the use of critical thinking skills and allow individuals to reflect on their thoughts and feelings about a particular topic.
· Don’t be afraid to disagree. It is okay to disagree with what someone has to say or play the "devil’s advocate." However, when you choose to disagree, remember to do so respectfully. Everyone is entitled to their own opinion and it is okay for you to offer your own interpretation.
· Give reasons for your opinion. It is important to provide reasons for your thoughts and feelings about the topic. You may even choose to make a personal connection or share a personal experience with your classmates. Applying class information to real-world situations is a great way to demonstrate that you truly understand what you are learning.
· Think outside the box. Online discussions can get boring when everyone’s posts begin to sound the same. Don’t be afraid to propose a new idea or ask a probing question to generate conversation.
· Include outside resources. It is often helpful to include outside resources in your responses. Share an article or a website that is relevant to the topic of discussion. Introducing new, relevant ideas from resources, other than the provided class materials, can help take learning to the next level.

B.  Assignments
For each of the three assignments, you should post your activity by Thursday at 11:59pm of the week that it is assigned.  You are also required to respond to at least two of your classmates post by 11:59pm on Sunday of that week.
 
Assignment 1 - Educational Theory Comic Strip Comic strips provide a unique opportunity to present complex concepts in a clear and concise manner.  In this assignment, you will be writing a comic strip based on one of the theories outlined in chapter four. The comic strip should explain the key ideas of your assigned theory and include your response to those ideas.  Be creative!  You could choose to literally represent the leading educational proponents who supported these theories and put yourself in conversation with them, or you could create a new situation in which you encounter these ideas and respond to them. Whatever you decide, your comic should include both the factual details about the theory and your feelings (agree or disagree) with the theory. 
 
Assignment 2 - History of Education Timeline In this assignment, you will outline some of the key issues, events, and people described in chapters five, six, and seven.  The purpose of this assignment is not merely to document events in a linear fashion, but rather to show connections between events, develop an argument for a particular interpretation, or show how an idea has developed over time.  Be creative!  You could choose to show how opinions on standardized tests have changed over time, how the curriculum has become increasingly diverse, or any other trend you want to display.  These ideas should be logical and well-supported by the ideas in the chapter. 
 
Assignment 3 - Controversial Educational Issue Annotation and Response Each chapter in the ​Foundations textbook has a section titled, “Controversial Issues”.  For this assignment, you will choose one of those issues to explore in greater detail.  You will then identify three peer-reviewed journal articles on your topic and create an annotated bibliography listing each text. You should write about 200 words for each article.
