This course provides an overview and applications of best practice mathematics instructional approaches,
strategies, techniques, and assessment methods. Math concepts for students in grades 3 — 6 are explored using
hands-on and problem-solving approaches.

8 Written Homework

There will be 8 written homework assignments from our course textbook. Each homework assignment is worth
12.5 points. Students are required to neatly handwrite or draw their solutions and upload these to Canvas as a
pdf document.

Course Project

A Rough Draft will be due a few weeks before the semester and the Final Draft is due at the end of the last
week of the semester. These will be due via Canvas.

The Course Project will have a few components that draw from the textbook as well as some outside resources.
The course project will cover information from the textbook, a lesson plan, some history of mathematics,

connections to other academic subjects and the students mathematical teaching philosophy.

Note: For a student to earn any points for their Course Project, the student must meet with the instructor for the
two required Office Hours via Zoom/Google meet.
