Learning Outcomes

1.  Change and Continuity

A Multicultural approach to the study of the world’s early civilizations, this course examines their political, social, economic, and cultural developments.  It studies the reasons why civilizations change, how some remain relatively unchanged, and the reasons for change and continuity in world history.  Among other things, the course looks at the lives, works, and compassionate service of the Buddha, Confucius, Jesus Christ, and Muhammad and other persons that made meaningful contributions to the moral and ethical advancement of humankind.     
 

2.  Adaptation & Change

This course will evaluate the ways in which adaptation and change are essential to understanding the past, analyzing the present, and meeting future challenges.  If we want to know how and why our world is the way it is today, we must first look to the past to find the answers.  Why did civilizations in the past, such as Egypt and Rome, decline and fall?  How did nations, such as China and Germany, adapt and change in order to survive and thrive today?  It will also assess the triumphs and failures of past civilizations in order to understand the present world we live in today.  In this way, we might avoid making the same mistakes in the future.

3.  Global Awareness

This course will integrate the experience of students with global awareness in the context of this course – World Civilizations I – and in the field of history with a diverse community of learners.  World Civilizations introduce students to the roots of our global community today.  It shows the origins and development of the world’s major religions, including Hinduism, Buddhism, Judaism, Christianity, and Islam.  The course will show how and why nations adopted and sometimes discarded political systems such as a monarchy, an oligarchy, a democracy, and socialism.  It will also examine why nations adopted and sometimes discarded economic systems such as mercantilism, capitalism, and communism.

Our students come from a diverse background, including Asia, Oceania, Europe, Africa, Australia, and the Americas.  This course will enable them to better understand the origins and development of their own cultures.  It will also introduce them to cultures, religions, politics, and economics from around the world.          

4.  Critical Thinking

The field of history analyzes evidence, concepts, assumptions, and viewpoints in terms of “primary” and “secondary” sources.  Primary sources are first-hand accounts of an event or time period.  They include letters, diaries, speeches, newspapers, interviews, photographs, and contemporary artwork.  Secondary sources analyze, synthesize, interpret, or evaluate primary sources.  They include textbooks, monographs, magazine articles, encyclopedias, almanacs, book reviews, and historical novels.  In this course, students will learn to apply critical thinking to analyze the concepts, assumptions, and viewpoints of secondary sources by using the evidence found in primary sources.

In this course, the instructor and the students “collaborate together in attaining knowledge of the human condition within the larger community of all creation, applying both faith and reason in their quest of meaning.”  They seek to “uncover and probe the deep questions of human meaning.  It places this search for truth within a value-centered worldview that begins with the dignity of each person, living their life within an interconnected whole that we call creation.”

Educate for Service, Justice, Peace, and Integrity of Creation

Marianist higher education is “deeply committed to the common good.”  This course is undertaken as “a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to engage the classroom with the wider world.”  It is part of our responsibilities as an institution built on the teachings of Christ “to promote the dignity of all human persons.  To do so authentically, we must acknowledge, analyze, and deeply comprehend global disparities.”

Educate for Adaptation and Change

After the French Revolution, Father Chaminade, founder of the Society of Mary, stated, “new times call for new methods.”  Adaptation and change, however, must begin with a firm understanding of the past.  This course understands that “students need a substantive knowledge of the past, analytical tools for understanding the world around them and critical thinking skills to mindfully respond and shape the unknowable future.”  It tries “to shape students’ understanding of the interconnectedness of human knowledge as a foundation for effective action in an increasingly interdependent world.”       


Native Hawaiian Values

Education is an integral value in both Marianist and Native Hawaiian culture.  Both recognize the transformative effect of a well-rounded, value-centered education on society, particularly in seeking justice for the marginalized, the forgotten, and the oppressed, always with an eye toward God (Ke Akua).  This is reflected in the ‘Olelo No’eau (Hawaiian proverbs) and Marianist core beliefs:

Provide an Integral, Quality Education (Na’auao) Lawe i ka maʻalea a kūʻonoʻono (ʻŌlelo  Noʻeau 1957) Acquire skill and make it deep.

Educate for Service, Justice and Peace (Aloha) Ka lama kū o ka noʻeau (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 1430) Education is the standing torch of wisdom.

Educate for Adaptation and Change (Aina) ʻAʻohe pau ka ‘ike i ka hālau hoʻokahi (ʻŌlelo Noʻeau 203) All knowledge is not taught in the same school.
