BIOGRAPHY: Dr. Wesley Evan Kendall received his JD from Texas Southern University in the USA, and his PhD from the Royal Melbourne Institute of Technology in Australia. He is a lawyer, author and professor. Dr. Kendall has taught law and business in the USA, Vietnam, Fiji and Singapore. He has authored several books, including The Death Penalty and US Diplomacy (Rowman and Littlefield) and From Gulag to Guantanamo (Rowman and Littlefield Intl.), as well as many peer-reviewed articles in international journals.
COURSE DESCRIPTION:  Basics concepts of the criminal law including elements, parties, liabilities and defenses; the origin and development of law in Anglo-American jurisdictions; constitutional limitations of police power and the administrative process of law enforcement.  This 400 level course assumes that the student is generally familiar with the American justice system at all levels and of the various law enforcement agencies.  [CJ 423 is a required course for the Bachelor of Science in Criminal Justice degree.] 
PROGRAM LEARNING OUTCOMES.  This class seeks to fulfill some of the following learning outcomes of the MSCJA program at Chaminade University. 
1. Apply the primary concepts and assumptions of the traditional and contemporary theories of addressing crime. 
2. Identify and critique efficient criminal justice standards while recognizing basic rights    guaranteed to each individual both by state and federal constitutions and laws.
3. Examine the problems associated with ethical administrative decision-making. 
4. Integrate issues of race, ethnicity, gender, age, and social class and identify how they    affect the criminal justice system in terms of understanding social causes of crime.
5. Develop and apply research methods as used in the social sciences, with a particular    emphasis on the basic skills necessary to conduct (and direct) research in criminal justice    agencies.  
6. Engage the Marianist tradition of education for service, peace, and justice as it pertains    to local and national social justice, injustices, and inequities in the criminal justice field.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:    Upon completion of the course, the student will be able:
*  to identify the basic elements of various crimes.
  *  to describe the various defenses to crimes.
*  to identify the functions of trial and appellate courts.
  *  to distinguish between state and federal crimes.
  *  to describe the impact of the United States Constitution on criminal cases.
  *  to discuss the role that forensic science can play in criminal case investigation and       litigation.

RECOMMENDED SUPPLEMENT: Any legal dictionary.  You can obtain one from any large bookstore or from an online supplier.  As an alternative, you may download a basic law dictionary or use an online law dictionary. 
GENERAL CHAMINADE MATTERS: Marianist Educational Values. The five characteristics of a Marianist Education are:  1. Educate for Formation in Faith. 2. Provide an Excellent Education.Educate in Family Spirit. 4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace. 5. Educate for Adaptation to Change. Selected from Characteristics of Marianist Universities: A Resource Paper, Published in 1999 by Chaminade University of Honolulu, St. Mary’s University and University of Dayton. Particular emphasis in this course is devoted to the Chaminade Mission to “provide an excellent education” and to prepare students to act with “service, justice and peace”. As an example, in this class we strive to learn about the application of criminal laws to case situations. A correct understanding of these laws will allow students who enter careers in the criminal justice system to better serve the system and the interests of justice.  
COURSE INTERACTION. There is a weekly discussion posting required of students (first three weeks) within the Canvas Discussion section. Your post in response to the question(s) posed are due each successive Monday when the weekly assignment is due. You are asked to respectfully respond or comment to other student postings no later than the Wednesday of that respective week. The weekly discussion assignment seeks to generate thoughtful discussion and interaction on concepts and issues raised in the weekly assignment. 
IN-CLASS DECORUM:  Simple rules. Civility and respect is important and expected in class at all times. Social distancing and face masks will be required in class.  
READING ASSIGNMENTS:  All reading assignments must be completed prior to class or the student will not be prepared to participate meaningfully in class discussions.  Classes are prepared on the assumption and expectation that the student has read the assigned materials and completed any required assignments.
