General Information
Description
This course has a variety of possible themes: (respect, perseverance, community service, collaboration, environmental stewardship, sanctity of farming/fishing, sanctity of place).  This class will focus on Respect and touch on history as it relates to Chuukese and Micronesian themes and students will follow certain steps:  Oral discussion in class and a written summary of what learned in class from oral discussion. Do research from reading assignment and interviewing elders on similar topic. Through applied exercises, they will continue to develop their short essay writing skills, goal setting skills, improve their research skills, and produce a short research based thesis paper.  
Expectations and Goals
During the course of the semester, students will explore the underlying importance of each theme within the Chuukese and/or other Micronesian cultures.  
Course Materials
Required Materials
There is no specific book for this course, however we will be doing selective readings form certain books and articles throughout the course. Students are required to have a book pen or pencil. This is an on the ground class not an online class so basic school materials are essential such as books pens/pencil, etc.… 






Course Schedule
1. Introduction-Syllabus Folder Journals
· Student Introductions
· Students write paragraph introducing themselves to instructor 10-12 sentences
· Presentation on indigenous Themes, What are some indigenous knowledge they know? 
· Assign students to groups to consider and discuss the differing indigenous knowledge they know.
2. Discussion
· Each group presents one Indigenous knowledge and present their findings and points.
· Explain use of writer’s journal and vocab journal and make the assignments: Ex 10 entries in writer’s journal and 150 vocab words for semester.
· Discuss Respect or Sufon, Mafen. 
3. Writing Assignment
· Have students work in groups and discuss their understanding and knowledge of the Theme Respect or Sufon Mafen.
· Have them present their findings to the class and have open discussion on their findings
· Students will writing about their findings and include the ideas presented during their discussion.
4. Seek knowledge from elders
· What is the meant by the Chuukese Theme Sufon Mafen
· Students will give basic examples of the theme Sufon Mafen
· Summaries-begin work on summarizing what was discussed and the findings about Sufon Mafen 
5. Basic history of Micronesia
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Students will learn about the basic history of Micronesia (handouts)
·  (Article handout) on Winds of Change by Francis Hezel Jesuit
i. Assign students to read and discuss next class
6. Discussion on Articles
· Short answers-begin hands on practice (handouts)
7. Time frame analysis of basic history of Micronesia
· Additional Work (handouts) 
· Additional practice-short answers summaries on timeline 
8. History
· What is History?
i. Presentation and Handouts
ii. Students will identify main elements of Chuukese or Micronesian history depending on their home region, Ex; Chuuk, Pohnpei, or Yap-(Group work)
· Students will give group presentations on major elements of history
i. Assign short essay (250 words) on Micronesian history
9. Similarities and Differences between Chuukese indigenous knowledge and other Micronesian indigenous knowledge
· Begin work in groups Students will present
· Explain Compare contrast paper-(Handout)
· Assign short paper comparing and contrasting local and Western Cultures
10. Indigenous Knowledge 
· Presentation- What are indigenous knowledge? (Handout)
· Students will discuss indigenous knowledge they know and groups will present 
· Assign Marianist values (Article)
11. Marianist
· Class discussion
· Students will discuss Marianist values as it relates to indigenous knowledge and themes
12. Final Paper
· Marianist Values and Indigenous Knowledge and themes
13. Work on Final Paper
· Additional practice on short answers timed readings and summaries.
